tion to bring up any strong argument
against the Bill, was evidence that it
was a good measure. [t could not be
said that any of our judges had shown
partiality in their decisions and they
were the men best qualified to “decide
disputes. Many persons would prefer
to have a case tried before the judger.
The cost of the administration of “just |
ice in this Province was very large—
in fact it was appalling for a commun-
ity which claimed to be intelligent and
well-behaved, and one reason of it
was that law was so cheap—if each
person who went to law had to pay
the whole cost, it would tend to lessen
litigation. : :

- Mz. CaupBELL was well aware that
the jodg-s were learned geatlemen,
and well qualified to expound the law,
but their long experience and their
legal attainments did-not qualify them
for taking that equitable view of the
case that was desirable. The judge
defined the law ‘to the jury and left
th<m to decide the case. Under this
law people would have to pay a tax
before they could get justice, The
hon member spoke of the small fee of
three dollars but that did not include
all the cost contemplated by this Bill|
—there was three cents a folio to be
paid for the evidence. Every British
subject had a right to the protection
of the law, and the L-gislature had no
more right to compel those wbo go to
law to pay the whole expense than they
had to compel those who got the
benefit of the public schools to pay the
whole cost of education and allow the
man who has no children to go free.
Our forefathers fought for many years
to obtain this great privilege of trial
by jury, and now our I e is
taking it away without asking the
people’s consent. '

Hon. the President thought all the
talk about taking away from the peo

ple a privilege which they have long
enjoyed in the form of a petit jury to
try civil case, partook largely of effer-
vescence. This matter should be
lookel at in vegard to its practical
working. A great deal of time is

wasted in employing juries to settle

cases of debt, and the jury is generally
composed of men totally unfit to deal
with accounts. The County Court
judge has the right to séttle cases in-
volving large sums as long as the bal-
ance does not exceed $150, and a
Supreme Court judge should be equal-
ly well qualified to decide cases of this
kind. = Again, in the event of a case
being appealed from the County Court,-
the judge has to try the case without
a jury so the present Bill is only
extending the rule to apply to similar
cases orignated in the Supreme
Court The hon. meémber thinks there
should be no obstruction placed in the
way of a man who wishes to get a trial
by a jury, but in other he has

poenas to bring witnesses, and he has
to pay an attorney. The sum of three
dollars was a very paltry amount, but
it might prevent persons from calling
a jury, when there was no necessity
for one. The hon. member also sta‘ed
that a necessity existed to have juries
because cases were decided by the
lawyers not in accordance with the
laws passed by this Lcgislature but
by the common law of England and by
precedent ; but a jury would not pre-
vent this—the jury only decide facts,
they have no power to decide questions
of law. It not unfrequently happens
that . after a jury has given their
dicision, points of law are argued in
chambers and the verdict reversed.
The Bill would shorten the time and

was a move in the right direction.

Mgz. NicHOLSON said the late govern-
ment brought in several measures for
lessening the cost of the administration
of justice, but they were all thrown
out by the men who support the pre-
sent Government. One was the Bill
to expedite trials, (which was thrown
out by hon. members who are now
advocating this Bill.
