The Committee appointed to report on the Petition
of Hugh Lngan, Jailer, in Georgetown, pra "’ vr:l?ba
indemnified for the amoant of a Debt which the said
Jailer was held liable for, in consequence of the escape
of James Hawkins, a prisoner in said Jail, report,
That Hugh Logan was appointed Jailer of King's Coun-
ty in May, 1339, and on inspecting the Jail-yard fenge,
the same was found to be in an insecure state, which
was reported by him to the Sheriff. The Grand Juryof
the County, in  March following, presented the state of
Jail fence, and also in May, 1841 —on which last pre-
sentment the Lieut. Governor Sir Charles A. Fitz Roy
vrought the subject, by Message, to the notice of the
House of Assembly, but the House did not make any
provision for the repairs of the yard fence : That o the
evening of the 5th June last, James Hawkins, a prisoner
for debt, made his escape, by pulhng up oneof the
pickets of the fence, and in consequence of snch eseape,
the Jailer has been obliged to pay the sum of £38 105,
Halifax currency. g

The Committee, from the evidence prodaced, are in-
clined to think that the escape was made preﬁmﬁ’(?ihe
asual  hours of locking up the prisoners for the night,
and consequently the Jailer is not blameable on the
score of over-indalgence or negligence in his duty. The
Committee find, that after the escape personal property
belouging to the prisoner was attached, and soldnndef
a Statute Execution, and a portion of the proceeds, Nine
Pounds, remainsin the Sheriff’s hands, as belonging 10
