Jorporal Stewert and Private Mec-

Rae Heard From.

Writing from Richmond Camp, on
February 4th, Corporal Lorne Stewart
says {—

* ** ¢ * There are plenty of Boers
sroand rere. 1 think we will leave for
Modder River tomorrow; the rest of the
:outingent left Belmont yesterdav, and we
are waliing to be relieved. Ouar mounted
watposts exchanged a few shets yesterday
['ere 18 going to be an atiack on Sp) ttoo-

v on Tuesday, and they are going 10 ge:
nto K mberley if it takes half the British
ariny 0 do it, I spent ali morning 1n
iaviog & bath, washing my shirt, socks
and darning my socks. I can
make porridge, tea, coffee, cocor, pudding,
soup, boil vegeiables, fry beat-st-ak, wash,
durn, sew, clean cooking-pe's wash dishes
or do any sort of housework. Such is th~
result of campaigning. I am going out
to service when I go home, ~0 if you
know of anyove wanting a cook, house-
maid, or general servant just recommexad
me ; I am equal to anything from nursiog
a Kaffir baby to washing the clder chil
dren. We bave quite a fort ou one of the
hills, where there are seven days’ rations,
fifty or sixty thousand rounds of ammuni-
tion and enough water for five hundred
men for a week.

We captured a Boer last night, or
rather we made a prisoner of him, for he
fell down the well and we pulled him out
this morning quite dead. e fell in while
attempting t0 psss our sentry on water-
guard (the guard were all Islanders.)
The seatry seeing him, started in pursuit,
and the Boer, poor fellow, fell into the
well. The corporal reported it to the offi-
cer who toli him to “ go to Jericho.” The
said that he couldn’ ; and that che Boer
was a four~legged Loar. This is the first
