Juvenile Pleads
Guilty To Murder

NEW YORK, (AP)—A hotheaded
juvenile, Frank Santana, 17, was
allowed to plead guilty Wednesday
to a reduced charge of second-de-
gree murder—after the father of
the boy he Kkilled pleaded for len-
iency.

At the same time, Bronx District
Attorney Andrew C. McCarthy
ridiculed the ‘“model boy" reputa-
tion of the slain boy, William
Blankenship Jr., 15.

He was a- juvenile gang member
himself, McCarthy said, and at
the time of his death April 30,
“went a long distance from home
that day, spolling for a fight."

The reduced charge carries a
penalty of 20 years to life in prison.

McCarthy also had recom-
mended the lighter charge. In
doing so, he gave a revised ver-
sion of the killing, in which young
Blankenship earlier had been pic-
tured as innocently trapped in a
youth gang war.

McCarthy said rivalry between
the two Bronx gangs, ‘‘The Nava-
jos” and ‘“the Golden Guineas"”
led to Blankenship's killing, and
Redwings" was a ‘‘brother gang of
that the victim's own gang, ‘‘the
the Golden Guineas."
