The Church is high, low and broad—so
unrarrow and orthudox that provision is
made for all who hold to the formulated
creed of a once undivided christendom

The word gospel meaus Jesus to the
soul of man. The Church is a multipli-
cition of Jesus—in fact is all Jesus. The
stream of parochial life can never rise
above its fountain, we must be always
what we profess to be.

More clasticity in the order of service
was recommended, and apathy in church
congregations was denounced in vigorous
language.

The public attitude of the Church to-
wards others was mentioned last. This
is an age of an illogicul undenomination-
alism. Too often our vaunred minimising
of vital differences ends only, as is so
easy, in winning the applause of assailants
by hollow compliment and questionable
eulogy. Ton often, in trying to concili-
ate others, we only wound the well-
grounded susceptibilities of our fellows in
faith.

Others are continu.lly trying to prosely-
tise and the Church here hus been the
happy hunting ground for all sorts and
conditions of men. Ina small community
like ours there is always a special danger
of the meaner side of human nature com-
ing into play and of men shutting them-
selves up in grudges, with the result that
even their animosities do not rise to the
dignity of passions, but evince themselves
in spite.

The line of demarcation between Church
and D:ssent has been too vaguely drawa
in times gone by. Wo do, and desire to
do, all within our power to people of
whatever creed or character. We must
stand, whenever we ecan, shoulder to
shoulder when atheism, or vice or misery
have to be battled with, and so we may
endeavour to establish new relations to-
wards Christians of opposing views.
Sometking may always be done which
would testi'y to our common loyalty to
the One Master. We want to make to
all, what the Church is to us,—the wit-
ness of God: the handmaid of Christ; the
chanuel of Grace; the teacher of Truth;
the bond of Love; and the ante-chamber
of Heaven. , :
