To Cease Grumbling

TORONTO, Jun, 11—(CP) — A
junior farmers' gathering was told
today that the energy which farm-
ers put into grumbling might
better be directed to improve un-
derstanding between those who
sell and those who buy.

The suggestion was made by
John Broderick, president of the
Ontario Federation of Agriculture.
He told the 14th annual convent-
fon of the federation’s junior sec-
tlon that farmers need a public
relations and sales branch.

Some of the grumbling was
traced by Prof. C. E. Hendry of the
University of Toronto to what he
said was a monopoly of leadership
held by old members of rural com+
munities. \ KR

trol.” created a neurotic state in
rural dwellers, He sald that gossip
plays a large part in farm_communs
ity life.

A majority of the sports writers
and sports broadcasters voting in
an Associated Press year end poll
agreed that television hurt attend-
ance, A few thought TV was being
made the “whipping boy” for a
natural levelling-off in gate re-
ceipts.

All major fights flashed
over the TV networks and a steady
diet of U.S. college football games
was fed into homes each Saturday.
