THE BASIS OF COLONIAL UNLON,

Tue Inter-Colonial Convention closed their
labours at Quebee on Thursday, the 27th uit. For
about ten days previous to the close, they con-
tinued their sittings late into each night, in order
to dispose of tks many important questions press-
ing upon them, and to meet the engugements
entered into on their behalf with the Cities of
Montreal, Ottawa and Toronte. Ou the ufter-
noon and evening of Thursday all the Maritime
Delegates left Quebee for Montreal, in Special
Trains provided for their use by the obliging and
geutlemanly Managing Director of the Grand
I'runk Ruilway, C. J. Brydges, Esqr. " The De-
legates were accompatied by the ladies of their
party, and by the Attorney General of Upper Ca-
nada,( Hon. Mr. MeDonald),Lealder of the Govern-
ment, and by the Finance Minister, (Hon. Mr.
Galt). Several other mewmbers of the Canadian
Government, Hon, Mr. Cartier, Atty. General
Canada East, Hon. Mr. Langevin, Solicitor Ge=
neral Canada East, Hon. Mr. Cockburn, Solicitor
General Canada West, came by steamer from
Quebee to Montreal.  The Hon. Mr, McGee had
been in the latter eity two or three days pre-
vivusly, aiding in the preparations for the recep-
tion of the Delegites. The whole party were
asseinbled at the St. Lawrence Hall, iu Moutreal,
on an early hour on Friday. That day was ex-
ceedingly wet, and the review of the military and
volunteers, which was ordered for the oceasion,
was consequently postponed. The day was vecu-
pied, though wet, in visiting some of the public
institutiona, the Geologicul Survey, under the
wanagement of Sir William Logan, claiwing es-
pecial attention.  This establisment contains
the largest collection of Geological specimens,
winerals, fosstls, woods, and specimens of all
the wild denizens of the earth, the air, and
the sea—that can be found 1 any siwilar insti-
tution in Canada, perhaps in America. The
evening of Friday wus devoted to a great Ball in
the St. Lawrence.

CONFERENCE ON THE QUES-
TION OF COLONIAL UNION.

The best interests and present and future pros-
perity of British North Awerica will be promoted
by a Federal Uinon suder the Crown of Grea
Britam, provided such Union can be eflected on
principles just to the several Provinees.

1o the Federation ot the British North Ameri-
can Proviuees the System of Govermuent best
adapted under existing eirenmstances to protect
the diversified interest< of the several Provinees
and secure efficiency, harmony and permanency
in the working of the Union,—would be a general
Government charged with matters of common in-
terest to the whole Couutry, and Local Govern-
ments for each of the Canadas and tor the Pro-
vinees of Nova Scotia, New Brauswick and Prinee
Edward «land, charged with the control ot local
watters in their respective seetions — provision
being made for the adwission iuto the Union or
equitable terms of Newtoundland, the North-West
Torritory, British Columbia and Vancouver,

The vumiber of Members may at any time be
inereased by the General Pardiawent—regard
being had to the proportionate rights then
existing.

The Local Legislature of cach Provinee may
afterwards, from time to time, alter the Electoral
Distriets for the purposes of Representation iu
the House of Commons, and distribute the repre-
sentatives to which the Provinee i entitled in
any wanner such Legislature may think fit.

Until provisions are made by the General Par-
liament, all the Laws which, at the date of the
Proclamation constituting the Coton, are in foree
i the Provinees respeciively, relating to the
qualitfcation and disqualification of auy persen
to be elecivd or to sit or vote as a wember of the
Asseiably in the said Prosinees respectively—
aud relating to the qualification or disquuitica-
tion of voters, and to the oaths to be taken by
voters, and to Returning Odicers and their pow-
ers and duties,—and relating to the procecdings
at Elections,—and to the period during which
such Elections may be continued, and n-l;niug to
the Trial of Controverted Elections, and the pro-

With res-
pect to those to whom, at any time, the
management of public interests, and the di-
rection of public affairs, may be entrusted,

Sowe shallow thinkers and merely super-
ficial obscrvers may be ready to exclaim
against this doctrine, as narrow-minded sad
illiberal ; but all who are conversant with
history, or who have closely observed the
career of public men, enirusted with the
management and direction of auffairs of state,
must be thoronghly convinced of its wisdom.
