Provisional President Of
Argentina Resigns Post

BUENOS AIRES (AP)—Tension
within the fledgling government
that succeeded the Peron dictat-
orship led Maj.-Gen. Eduardo
Lonardi to resign Sunday as Ar-
gentina's provisional president.

The alling leader of the Sep-
tember revolt against Juan D,
Peron, after seven weeks of bat-
tling heavy political and economic
eross-currents, gave up the presi-
dency under prodding of the arm.
od forces to a square-jawed fel-
low rebel, Maj.-Gen. Pedro Aram-
buru.

Aramburu, who has been the
army’s chief of staff since Per-
on's downfall, took the oath of
office in the government house at
5:40 p.m.

The new president told the Ar-
gentines Lonardi ‘‘has returned to
the armed forces the mission of
giving a new government to the
eountry."”

“Only one spirit promoted the

movement of the revolution and
that is the democratic sentiment
of our people,’" Aramburu said.
“....The mission of returning
the nation to democratic institu-
tions is to be trusted to those
whose background has well prov-
ed they are most able to fill it.”

FACED ULTIMATUM

Lonardi's resignation climaxed
24 hours of tense negotiations be-
tween military and civillan politi-
cal leaders in the wake of a split
between right-wing ‘‘Nationalists’

Was End Of
The World

NICOLET, Que. (CP) — An 82-
year-old woman who thought the
end of the world had come re-
signed herself to death Saturday as
the house she ocupled slid down a
70-foot embankment but somehow
remained upright in a mass of
shifting ground.

Mrs. Pierre Roy was on the top
floor of a three-storey house when
the landslide that took the lives of
at least three persons began.

“The house started to shake and
I could feel it sinking,” she said.
“I was sure it was the end of the
world: .

“I called to my daughter and my
grand-daughter. 1 knew there was
no hope of getting out but I thought
if we had to die it would be better
to die together.

‘““The house kept sinking and then
it stopped. I looked out and saw it
was still upright. The firemen
came with ladders and got us out.”

Dr. Moise Vigneau was treating
a patient in his basement office in
the same home when the slide
began.

“The floor started to crumble
and I told the woman to hurry up
and get out. We moved up to the
next floor but by this time the
house was sinking.

“‘Suddenly, it stopped. We were
there for about 10 minutes, not dar-
ing to move outside, until firemen
arrived and took us out.”
