ELECTROSHOCK TREATMENT

I write often about the various
methods of causing shock-insulin,
metrazol and electric — in the
treatment of cases of “odd” behav-
jor. Many of us think of shock treat-
ment as a new method but there is
an interesting  historical report,
dating back to 1783, when a physic-
ian, in the London Medical Journal,
described during a  patient of ex-
treme mental excitement by giving
him a large dose of camphor which
resulted in convulsions. This obser-
vation was apparently not followed
by other physicians.

In 1033, Dr. Sakel in Vienna be-
gan to experiment with insulin
coma in the treatment of schizo-
phrenic (double personality) and
soon observed fastet improvement
in mental patients who had this

CUE BIDS

First-round control of the op-
ponent's suit is not the only or
even the prime ingredient of a
cue bid. Consider the
position in which South was placed
by his partner's action in this
case: :

North-South vulnerable.

West, who had full confidence
in hig left-hand opponent's vera-
city, did not waste time by open-
ing the spade king—he selected
the jack of diamonds, and South
found himself with a lost cause,

The one-trick set was particular-
ly annoying to South because, ac-
cording to his own rather bitter
observation, he had felt ultra-
conservative in bidding only a
small slam after hearing North's
cue bid. He added that he had
very right to expect North to lay
down a hand about twice as good
as he actually produced.

South's view was entirely cor-
rect.. An immediate cue bid in the
opponents’ suit should not be used
merely to announce first - round
control of that suit—it is virtually
worthless on that sole basis. It
should be used for the dual pur-
pose of announcing control and a
strong supporting hand, ie., strong
not only distributionhally but in
high cards. It is true that North
had good support for hearts, but
a hand containing only two kings
and one queen can scarcely be re-
garded as powerful. The utter lack
of aces, for one thing, ruled out
thee immediate cue bid, North's
hand was worth a simple free
raise to two Hearts— it did not
even justify' a double raise.

The cue bid as North used it
was particularly bad in that it
warned the enemy ‘against leading
spades. On that lead (or any lead
but a diamond) South would have
made six hearts with ease.
