The larger
forms, such as are daily presented to
seem cnmplrlliv-ly limited, and we easily
comprehend the reason; if they were very
numerous, 8o must be their means of sub-
sistence. But as only a certain amount of
subsistence canbe gleaned from a square
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mile, under the most
nnu Ihll amount is not large, the existence

forms comprises extremely
Immal nunﬁurl But when we descend to
Entomology and Conchology, we arc con-
fused witn the almost innumerable diversity
of species and variety. Of the beetle alone
there have been ascertcined no less than

In the body of an insect,
uboul an inch in length, M. Strauss has
enumerated three hundred and six pieces,

The house-fly’s
has a power of six hundred strokes in a
llugle second, which can propel it thirty-
five feet, while the speed A e el
hune but ninety feet per second—more
than a mile per minute. g?he beauty of the
butterfly is proverbial; but how much more
intense should be our admiration when we
learn that it is a _thing of 31,000 eyes, and
that.in-a single wing there have been found
100,000 scales! The wings of many

would not compose the thickness of a
quarter of an inch; and yet, thin as they
are, each is doable, so that the actual
laminm here would be 100,000.

We often see in pools of water small bits
of elongated straw and wood, scemingly
having the power of motion. With what
interest has science invested these, when
we find that each elongated tube is the
home of a caddis-worm, which is ultimately
to become a worm or fly—such as the ephe-
meron fly, whose peculiar .characteri
we have before noticed. These worms are
exposed to the ravages of birds and
and hence they glue together small bits of
wood and straw to make a house for shelter;
