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OTTAWA (CP) — -Living costs
made their biggest jump in 30
months during May as food prices
suddendly gained new lfe and
power, soaring to a six - month
high, «

The consumer price index, yard-
stick for measuring ' living costs,
rose by three-fifths of a point to
116.1 from 1155, the bureau of
statistics reported Monday. The
only previous 19564 Increase was
one-tenth of a point in*March.

The index, baséed on 1949 prices
equalling 100, had been generally
slipping from the 1953 high of 116.7
last September.

REVERSAL IN FOOD

But the food price reversal, com-
bined with another sharp jump in
rents, boosted the index to its high-
est point in seven months. The
May jump of three-fifths of a
point is the biggest since the rise of
four-fifths of a point in November,
1951,

During May, food prices made
their biggest jump in three years
forcing consumers to dig. deeper
into their pocketbooks for such
things as meats, fresh, vegetables,
fresh and canned fruit and coffee.

U. S. Fatalities

OHICAGO, (AP) — The closlng
hours of the fourth of July week-
end brought a heavy hush -of home-
bound highway traffic, ‘but. the
price of the United States holiday
in terms of fatilities appeared
lower than estimated.

With only a& few hours of the
three-day period remaining, the
traffic death toll reached 284. The
over-all tally of accident fatalities
was 485, including 141 .drownings
and 60 dead in mlscelhneoua mis-

aps.

The National Safety COuncua
pre-holiday estimate of traffic
deaths was 430, which would have
been a record.

The record number of July fourth
traffic deaths—for a three-day 178-
hour period—was 366 in 1952. The
all-time accident toll for the three-
day July 4 holiday, in all types of

mishaps, was 676 in 1949.

Growing Crisis In French-West German
