POMPTON LAKES, N. J. Sept
20 —(AP) —The stethoscope was
applied to Joe Louis today and the
former heavyweight champion was
termed in his “best fighting shape
since the war.”

“Joe has a slight head cold but
it'’s nothing to get excited about,”
sald Nardiello, “no fever, no red-
ness of the throat.

Nardiello, who has been tappinz
the ribs of Louis and other light-
ers for 19 years, said the 36-year-
old “unretired” champion was in
his best physical and mental shape
since 1942.

“He weighs 218, just about two
pounds over what he hopes to hit
when he goes into the ring,” the
medico said. “His walst. whica was
35 inches, is down to 33. He's hard
as a rock.” .

“I feel fine, much better than I
did for both Walcott fighis” he
sald.

Charles or he'll get me.
