Here is the story of how the job has
been done. In order to get the ran offthe
Dominiow, Rockefeller’s emissaries had
made an offer to the Conservative organiz-
ers that for a redaction *to three cents a
gallon '$100,000.09 cash would be paid *
while for} a change in the law, so as to
allow importation in.tank steamers, an
aonual payment would be made for cam«
paign or other purposes. The Conserva«
tives were not selling legislation, and rew
fused to comply.

The present Government were not long
in power when they legalized the importa -
tion ofoil intank stoamers,—the very
thing for which it was well known Rocke~
feller had been willing to pay an
enormous bribe.

This concession gained,the oil magnates
commenced their game in earnest. The
Canadian refiners were quietly told that
they might as well surreader first as lasts
as the tank steamer legislation enabled
the Standard oil men to put the oil down
80 low in pfice as to ruin their competi~
tors. The Canadians made a virtue of

necessity and sold ‘out to' Rockefellers
who had § now full command of the
Canadian market,

The next move on the part of the com=
bine was (0 notify the railways that they
must give a different and a lower rate to
them, as against their U 8 competitors,
or they would adopt traneportation by
water, and divert an enormous business
from the railways. The railways were
cowmpelled 1o surrender, and the Standard
0.1 Company had it ail its own way frcm
one end of Canada to the ether: It com

trolled all the refining, and absolutely
regulated the price of transportatior, aud
had nothing to do but fix the price, which
became over Cansda as a whole about five
czute per gallon bigher than when Field-
ivg reduced the du'y by one cent a gallon
aad permitted imyportations of oil in tark
8teamers.

It is estimated that 20,000,000 gal

lons of coal oil are consumed anuually in
Canads. The increase of 5 ceuts per
gallon amounts to $1,000,006. That is
what the people of Canada are paying an-
ouslly and beiog equeezed into the stand~
ard o/l magnates by the legislation of the
Laurier Government.

Instead of this enormous loss to thg
Canadian consumers, Sir Louis Davies
solemnly promw.ised a reduction of 12 cente
a gallon on coal oil amounting to a total
gain of $2,400,000.

ROBBERY IN RINDER TWINE.

Tue jobbery in binder  twine
by the Laurier administra»
tion involves transactions of the most
shady character, by which the farmers
have been most severely bled. Iccluding
a million pounds on haad at the change
of administration, about four millions
pounds of twine made in the Kingston
Penitentiary, were disposed of withon
public competition at a gocd deal less tha?
cost. The twine, was thus sold by the
Government to grocers, soap manufactur~
ers and hardware men—all
active partizians of the
Government—at an saverage price of 4}
to 5 cents per pound. The farmers know
that during these years they were obliged
to pay from 11 to 14 ceats per pound for
the same twine. Allowing a reassonable
sum for transportation, etc., it may be
conceded that from ;$150,000 to $200,000
clear profit was made out of this transac-
tion. How mach of this money found
its way into the “reptile” campaign fund,
is & matter about which, naturally, there
are many surmises.
