a4 a great naval power, and, if necessity
arose, would be unable to cope on the high
se.s with any other European nation. It
hases its denial of such statemeuts on the
statistics of Sir Thomas Brassey who has
every opportuniiy of being thoroughly
posted on the subject. Sir Thomas has
again and again pointed out that those ex-
perts who maintain that England is lagging
behind while France and Italy and Russia
are at aining the highest proficiency
in  coustruction and modern improve-
ments, ave in the wrong, basing
their conclusions on mere assumptions
that cannot be proved. Compared with
Feunce, on the contrary, England, it is
urged, has nndoubtedly the advantage. Of
ships of the very first class, for instance,

she has ten with a displacement of 95,340 |
tons, while the French have three with a!

displacement of 23,990 tons. By 1886
England will have 15 of these ships, with a
displacement of 140,310 tons, while the
French will have "ut five with a displace-
went of 49,070 tons.
