Twenty-five Australian salesmen
will leave here by air Feb. 16 for
a six-week selling mission in Af-

rica.

The mission has the approvel of
the department of commerce and
will try to convince African busi-
neas interests that Australia is &
menufacturing ,as well as a farm-
ing country, It will represent 20
manufacturing ocompanies and .the
Australian wheat board.

They want new or bigger mar-
kets for commercial textiles, heavy
electrical and radio equipment, ag-
ricultural machinery, automotive
parts, foodstuffs and earth-moving
machinery.

Indian Troops
To Head Home

SEOUL, Reuters — The first
shipload of 6,100 Indian troops who
have been guarding prisoners-of-
war in Korea will leave the nearby
port of Inchon for home Feb. 1T,
United Nations military authorities
announced today.

The last Indians are expected to
Jeave Feb. 17, the announcement
aaid Three British and two In-
dian ships will take them home.

At Panmunjom ,the Neutral Na-
tions Repatriation Commission de-
cided today to allow Communist
Red Cross representatives into the
demilitarized zone to take over
pro-Communist prisoners who have
remained in the North Korean
camp after refusing repatriation.
The Indian custodian force will
hand over to them “all documents”
connected with the camp.

The unrepatriated men, who in-
clude 21 Americans, a British Ma-
rine and 325 _South Koreans, were
still in their lonely camp today
after saying ‘Tuesday that they
were leaving to become civillan
“peace fighters.”

On The Increase

@T. JOHN'S, Nfld, (CP) —Al-
though every hunter averaged at
least two kills last year, caribou
are steadily increasing in Labra-
dor. .
Native hunters say they never
saw caribou so plentiful and some
of the herds sighted along the
coast had as many as 150 animals.
Some say the animals are being
driven to the coast by the con-
struction of the Labrador railway,
but others say the increase is gen-
eral throughout the territory.

Caribou was almost extinct in
Labrador a few vears ago when
herds were slaughtered wholesale.
At that time hides were drawing
high prices in Europe.

Capt. Harry Waiters, director of
wild life services, says the pres-
ent rate of kills does not affect the
natural increase.
