Dr. Smith, assisted by his as-

sociates had just completed an
amazing demonstration on the
stream at Covehead, where Wilf

Baunders. Claude Hayes and Har-
old Ross of the FEllerslie Station
had set up the electrofishing ap-
earatus which proved the truth of
ais assertion. As Mr. Saunders
stepped into the shallow stream,
which gave no indication of trout
activity, a preliminary thrust of
his no-less-than-magic wand under
overhanging bushes brought doz-
ens of fish to the surface. These
were quickly netted and placed in
a floating cage to be later exam-
ined for previous tagging, or tag-
ged for release.

With monotonous regularity, a
wave of the electrofisher along
the shore line, just under water,
srought the speckled beauties in
