Apparently a fox had used the
house for a den last spring and
had fed her offspring on rabbits,
mostly. The mother skunk had con-
structed a nest of fur and sections
of dried skin with the fur attached
so warm and comfortable even a
baby would be cosy therein.

I inquired as to what he did
with the skunk family. He told
me he destroyed the five young
and let the mother alone. I asked
him why. His reply was enlighten-
ing. “If I had killed her she'd have
sprayed all over the place and I
couldn’t have completed dismant-
ling the house.”

I love watching mink while en-
gaged in fishing for a meal. Some
years ago I visited a beaver dam
in late March. There was a small
patch of open water about 30 feet
from the embankment. I approach—
ed very cautiously as I fully ex-

Animals And Birds Like To
Dine In Comfort And Plenty

I found a four footed angler in-
stead. A large mink was seated at
the edge of the open patch. Sudden-
ly he dove into the water as cleanly
as a knife no splash, no ripple, the
water just parted and he slipped in.
A minute later he emerged with a
5 inch (approx) trout in his
mouth, He started at its head and
chewed down to its tail just 1ike
a cat. T could hear its teeth grind-
ing. When the tail disappeared he
sniffed the snow and liked the dis-
coloured spots. He dove in again
and repeated the performance.

On the third dive he was so long
in coming to the surface I stepped
out of the bushes. Instead of sur-
facing at the same spot he had
come out at the spillway over the
embankment and was eating his
trout there. He got a fright and sub-
merged. 1t was the last I saw of
him. I'd have liked to have seen
how many trout he would catch
and eat.

LARDER

Sometimes they'll store trout a
way, but not for long, if the fishing
is particularly good. A fisherman
friend of mine was angling on a
Mill Pond last season. He was
having no luck and began to
think ther ewere mno trout lni
the dam. He was sitting in
a boat enjoying the scenery
when he saw a mink hump itself
out on a long with an 8 or 9 inch
trout in its mouth. He carried

returned to the log a minute or so
later. A second trout, slightly
smaller then the first, was caught
and carried back into the bushes.
A third trip was made and a third
trout caught. On the last trip into
the bushes he stayed there—at
least he didn’t return to the log.

I figure he cashed his first two
trout in some nook and when he
had  the third, decided it was
enough for a good square meal. I
never knew of a mink to kill more
trout then they could eat at one sit
ting but have known them to catch
enough trout for a meal withgut
having to leave the table for a se
cond helping. Animals and birds,
especially the predatory species,
like to dine in comfort and plenti-
tude just like us humans.

Mink also vary their diet with
frogs, mice and squfrrels but are
tough on muskrats and will prowl
the woods and swamps for rab-
bits. I have examined mink scat
that was composed almost entire-
ly of muskrat fur of both adults,
and kits. Mink will never become
