It is important
to utilize to the full extent, these
persons’ ities for happi
and love and their limited capacit-
ies for achievement. This, how-
ever, is not to often acomplished"
| In explaining, Dr. Beck said that
jhe felt that this was due to both
the mixed feelings of the parents
regarding their child and the lack
of adequate faciiities for their
training.

“It is generally accepted that
there are three groups of mentally
retarded children- the first group
the educable retarded, who need
auxiliary classes; the second
group are. the trainable retard-
ed, who need special day-training
classes: and the third, the non-
trainable retarded, some of whom
require institutional care.

Mental retardation results from
a variety of causes most of which
we do not know. A few ot the
generally accepted causes are
heredity, which is not a basic
cause, cretinism, break down of
galactoes metabliam, and anoxia.
research is greatly needed in this
field. Medicine has made great
progress in the past 25 years in
heart and drug therapy. Many oth-
er miracles of modern medi-
cine are a reality. Research has
come into its own, It is felt that
much will be accomplished through
research in the field of mental re-
tardation in the next 25 years.

“ feel,” the doctor stated, ‘‘that
| the nceds of the educable retard-
led children who just can’t handle
ordinary school and require aux-
iliary classes have not been recog-
nized in Prince Edward Island.

LONDON (CP) — A spasmodic
desert war between the Arab
kingdom of Yemen and the neigh-
boring British protectorate of
Aden has flared again with new
attacks by Yemeni raiders, - the
Aden government reports.

In a communique issued Satur-
day the government said the late
est “‘unprovoked attacks’ by Ye-
meni tribesmen and troops have
been beaten back

Yemen officials, meanwhile,
contended that two key treaties
with Britain have been abrogated
by "British aggression’ in the
Arabian Peninsula tribal and
propaganda ‘‘war."

But the foreign office here sald
Britain considers the 1934 and
1951 treaties which fixed tempor-
arily the border areas now in dis-
pute between Yemen and Aden
“‘most certainly’’ is in force.

The exact nature of what s
happening on the Aden - Yemen
frontier is so clouded by state-
ments made in Cairo, Bonn, Bei-
rut, London, Nicosla, and Moscow
that British’ Middle East head-
quarters on Cyprus Saturday offi-
cially denied that major military
operations are in progress.

The headquarters statement
said, however, that raids from
Yemen have increased with reg-
ular Yemeni troops taking part.
