It is to be hoped that none of the sup-
porters of our present school system are in

the “rude stage” alluded to by Mr. Patti-

son, althoughthere certainly are among us
many who have not as yet completely
escnped from those prejudices which pre-

vent men fromturning to their own account

vicissitudes of others. A remarkeble proof
of this is to be foundin the fact that the un-

sectarian hasis which we have chosen for
our educational system, had been tried and

rejected by Prussia, at a date, when the
majority of the legislators, who framed and
passed our measure, was spinning tops and

indulging in the other recreations of boy-

hood. So far back as 1822, the Baron Von

Altenstein—* a Minister,” saysMr. Pattison,
“whose views on popular education are
above suspicion of secretarian bias,” put

forth a Cabinet Rescript, from which the

following is a quotation :—
«« Experience has shownthatin simultane-

ous schools the chief matter of education,
viz: religion, is not sufficiently cared for,
andit lies in the nature of the case that it
cannot be. The intention of these schools,
to wit, the promotion of tolerant feelings be-
tween the members of different communions
is seldomor neverattained. Disagreements
between teachers of the two confessions, in
the sameschool, or between the master and
the parents of the opposite confession, have
often involved the whole commune in reli-
gious dissension to say nothing of the other
evils inseparable from mixed schoo)s.”

Viewed in the light which the above

quotation throws upon our question, he must

be regarded as a phenomenon, who,in 1869,
stands forward to profess his deyout attach-

ment to a system declared to be pernicious

by an unbiassed statesman in 1822, It is
further clear that the advocates of Sectarian

Education do not “lag behind” there time,

but are, on the contrary, as compared with

some at least on Prince Edward Island,well
nigh half a century in advance. In con-

tradiction of our views,it is further set forth,

as the business of the state, to make good

andintelligent citizens, and not orthodox
toman Catholics, Baptists, Wesleyans or
Presbyterians—the formeris to be effected

through the Common School Act, to ace
plish the latter is the duty and mission of
the clergy. Prussia discarded the simul-

taneous school system in 1822, because “the
chief matter of education, viz: Religion, was

not sufficiently cared for.” Prussia, there-

fore, discovered, in 1822,that she could not
have good and intelligent citizens without

making Religion an integral part of their
education; but advanced writers among
ourselyes, in 1869, hold that the School-

master is quite competent to mould good
and intelligent citizens for the State. The

clergy may or maynot impart to them the

tinge of orthodoxy. The State takes no
cognizance of that, it has good and intelli-
gent citizens without the aid of Religion.
