TORONTO, (CP) — The United
Steelworkers of America (CIO-
CCL) Monday rejected a plan of
Hollinger Consolidated Gold Mines
for ending a strike of 1,500 work-
ers at the Timmins district mine.

The Hollinger plan was an
amended version of a settlement
scheme that Labor Minister Daley
presented last week. The union
agreed with Mr. Daley's plan,
