This, of course, was not displeas-
ing to the declarer, who captured
East's spade jack and immediately
returned a spade, finessing dum-
my's ten. South then led a low
heart from dummy.

East went in with the queen of
hearts and, not unnaturally, led
his top diamond. to his partner's
bid, South ducked, and West won
with the queen. West made the
best shift, to a low club, but this
did not save him. South captured
East's nine, cashed the heart jack,
then led a spade to the a-e and
cathed dummy's top hearts, dis-
carding a spade and a club from
his own hand.

With all hands reduced to four
cards, dummy's were the spade six,
the heart eight, and the 10-7 of
diamonds. East was out of the run-
ning except for his high heart.
South had kept the A-J of diam-
onds and the K-7 of clubs; while
West had to hold the high spade
and therefore either had to blank
the diamond king or keep the club
ace unguarded. Whatever he chose
to do could be countered by the
declarer.. Actually, West choss Yo
blank the club ace, Thereupon, de-
clarer threw him in with the
spade, and after West had cashed
the club ace, he had to lead up
to South's diamond tenace.

If West had not overcalled one
club with one diamond, Easi une
doubtedly would have shifted to
clubs, because of dummy’'s single-
ton, and then it would, not have
required unusually good defense to
defeat the contract.
