He theu contrasted the expenditure in this
Provinece for public works made by the
Mackenzie Government in their five years of
oftice with that of the Sir John Govern-
ment. He asked the electors to study the
matter for themselves, not to be led away
by statements that would not bear the
strictest investigation, and if they con-
cluded, as he knew they would, that the
GGovernment led by Sir John was the best
for Canada generally and this Province in
particular, to record their votes squarely for
Messrs. Lefurgey and Hackett.
