The Eiffel Tower, at one time
the highest structurein theworld,
ie a great tourist attraction. The
chief framework and sole support
of the tower are four massive
steel girders gradually tapering
inward to a height of nine hund-
red feet. This framework sup-
ports three stages or floors,on the
lower two of which are spacious
restaurants, Each floor is served
by an elevator, or steps If one
prefers to walk, and surprisingly
enough, some do. Smaller steel
cross arms, connecting and su&;
porting the whole, criss-cross
give the appearance of fine mesh
or lace when viewed from & dist-
ance. Below the first floor are
four massive arches extending the
full width of the tower through
which streams of traffic pass
continually.

Inseparable from the Parisian
landscape is the harmoniousdome
ot the Invalides, three hundred
and fifteen feet high, which shel-
ters Napoleon’s tomb, Directly
under the golden dome, and sur-
rounded with twelve statues of
white marbles and fifty-four flags
taken at the Battle of Austerlitz,
is the tomb of rose coloured mar-
ble. plain but so impressive.

The Arch of Triumph, built in
Napoleon’s honour, is the largest
monument of its kind, being one
hundred and forty feet high and
cne hundred and twenty-five feet
wide, with remarkable bas - relief
work on either side. Beneath the
Arch lies the tomb of the Un-
known Soldier, with the flame
above that is never extinguished.
The Arch is often referred to as
the “Etoile” (Star) because of the
twelve avenues radiating from it.
With no traffic direction of any
kind at this section, it is easily
understood why it is almost im-
possible to get across to the Arch.
