relating to thediscipline of prisoners, which,
if carried out, would have a goodeffect.
The Visiting Magistrates, however, whose
duty it is to provide discipline, have neg-
lected todo so. He had directed the at-
tention of these gentlemen to their dires
liction.

Mr. Stewart contrasted the institutions
for the punishment and suppression of
crime in fialifax with those of this Pros
vince; and showed the desirapility of es-
tablishing a reformatory here. He would
have prisoners, of a certain grade, set to
work upon the streets.
