Enjoyable Duo-Piano
Concert At P.W.C. Hall

An enjoyable concert of two-
piano music was given in the
Prince of Wales College hall last
night by two outstanding Mari-
time artists, Rosabelle and Kel-
sey Jones, D.#us., in the P.W.C.
Concert Series which has ‘brought
several noted musicians to Char-
lottetown in recent years. Dr.
Jones and Mrs. Jones appeared
in a recital here two years ago,
and have since travelled widely
as concert performers. Their pro-
gramme last evening, comprising
a variety of classical and mod-
ern works, was warmly applaud-
ed, and encores were responded
to

Of special interest was the per-
formance of an original composi-
tion, Suite for Two Pianos, by
Dr. Jones. The three short move-
ments, Waltz, Interval and Pan-
tomime are pleasingly contrasted
and utilize effectively the re-
sources of both instruments.

The programme gopened with a
selection from the works of the
great Johann Sebastian Bach’s

eldest son, Wilhelm Friedmann

(1710-1784), who by
pute was the most gifted of the
master’s children, but left little
in the form of published mn-
terial. The work chosen was the |
Andante movement from a So-
nata for two cimbali — a term
used originally for the dulcimer,
but later applied to concerted
eomposition for other instruments.

This was followed by two move-
ments, Allegro molto and Rondo
nloderato, from a piano duet, |
Sonata Opus 6, by Beethoven, |
which were given a magnificent !
rendition, bringing out the full
range of expression and sustain-
ing quality of the work.

Another fine interpretation was
that of the Sonata in B Flat By
the 18th century Italian composer
Muzio Clementi. The three move-
ments, Allegro, Larghetto and|
Presto, were played.

Of Mozart it is said that in
contrast to his concertos of the
Viennese period his pianoforte
sonatas do not represent him at

child.

In explaining this clause, the
Premier pointed out that it was
no longer necessary for a wife to
give proof of bodily injury so long
as she could show that she was
living in apprehension of such in-
jury from day to day.

All Hospitals

ARNPRIOR, Ont. (CP) — Can-
ada’s 1,300 hospitals all should
have disaster plans to meet peace-
time emergencies which could be
quickly expanded if war comes, a
top hospital executive said Friday.

Dr. W. D. Piercey, executive di-
rector of the Canadian Hospital
Association, told a class of doctors
taking a course at the Civil De-
fence College here that he would
like to be able to say every Cana-
dian hospital is ready. But that
was not the case.

“However, we feel we are get-
ting somewhere,” he added.

Four plan - mapping meetings
have already been held in Victoria,
Hamilton, Montreal and Halifax to
prepare hospitals in those cities
for any disaster. Other hospitals

were being encouraged to adopt
such plans.

DOUBLE CAPACITY

Dr. Piercey said that under dis-
aster plans hospitals should pre-
pare to double their ordinary ca-
pacity jp time of emergency and
even more than double capacity in
time of war.

The disaster plans should in-
clude provision for movement of
probably 80 per cent of the or-
dinary patients out of hospital to
make way for casualties.

There should be a ‘‘disaster cup-
board” of reserve supplies of blood
plasma, surgical dressing and
other essentials.

In war three-quarters of Can. | &
ada’s hospitals would be in urban
target areas. Emergency hospitals
would have to be set up, possibly
in sanatoria removed from the
scene of bombing.
