Mr. R. R, Bell, leader of the Op-
position, stated that as he under-
stood it, the report that the bridge
was closed, was the first informa-
tion that the Government nad r:-
ceived about the bridge problem.

“T expect that there will be de-
Ny as far as pa er service is
concerned,” he said. “I feel that
it is a matter deserving of atten-
tion without delay and should be
referred to the Transportation De-
partment right away.”

Hon. A. W. Matheson, Minister
of Health and Welfare, stated that
question was urgent business as
it would cause a great deal of in-
convenience to the people south
of the Hillsboro River.

Suggests Resolution

He brought the matter before
the House and stated that the facts
should be presented to the Board
of Transport Commissioners at
once. “If a resolution is brought
before the House it should have
the backing of all members,” he
stated. ’

Hon. Dr. W. J. P. MacMillan
stated that the dislocation of traf-
fic was likely necessary and it
could mean only one thing, that
the bridge was unsafe for rail
traffic. “As far as I am concern-
ed I think we should be prepared
to agree for the common interests
of the Province,” he said.

The bridge was first built tfor
the use of the railway and later
the travelling public and vehicles
had been given lanes to cross on-
it. Now a new bridge is to be
built and the whole cost will be
thrown back to Prince Edward Is-
land. “If you trace back to Con-
federation you will find that this
Province comes out on the small
end of the stick every time,” he
added.

Mr. William Hughes stated that
the bridge might be used for much
lighter rail traffic. He suggested
that a shunter engine with few
cars might meet the train along
the line and take passengers and
mail to the city. Premier Jones
added that the people could come
to the upper end of the bridge
by train and cross the bridge by
bus. .

Health centre he noted thut 17
cases of syphilis had been detect-
ed in a total of 1336 pre-maritial
investigations,

“30 deaths resulted from tuber-
culosis last year,” he stated. “The
death ratc from the disease dur-
ing the year was nearly 31 per
100,000.” He pointed out that the
Sanatorium was providing a iuch
needed service but it was costing
the Government increasing
amounts,

When the Act was first passed
the maximum grant from the Gov-
ernment to the Sanatorium was
$12,000. This was increased to $18,-
000 in 1938 and to $75,000 in 1035,

Concalescent Home

The new convalescent home re-
cently opened at Montague is be-
ing operated as an experiment, he
stated, The Government approv-
ed the home and it should be given
& two year trial to see if it w.ll
work out. We may find it more
suitable to operate small con-
valescent homes in the Province,

Dental surveys conducted in
City schools that more
than 90 per cent of the chiidren
required treatment, he stated. The
children in two schools were ex-
amined. Out of the 364 children
in one school, 328 or 50 per cent
required treatment. In the other
school 300 children were examun-
ed and 460 or 94 per cent of the
children had defective teeth.

Surveys' were carried out in two
City schools and it was found that
the average number of decayed
teeth in each child in one school
was six and in the other school
seven. An average of one tooth
had been extracted from e ach
child in both sohools.

He noted that there were 30
dentists in the Province, or one to
every 3200 people. “All but {five
were in OCharlottetown and Sum-
merside. 10 of the dentists are over
60 years of age, three over 70 and
few under 40. Seven Island stu-
dents are studying dentistry.”

Mental Treatment Centre

“Mental illness has been on the
increase for years and we have
been giving custodial treatment
only,” he stated. ‘“Shock treat-
ments were given at Dartmouth
through arrangements here, but
recently the doctor at Dartmouth
Hospital has been notified not to
accept any patients who do not
live in Nova Scotia.

“We must have a treatment cen-
tre here,” he continued. “In the
absence of Dr. Murchison, who is
taking post graduate studies at
New Westminster, Dr. Tidmarsh
has rendered his services. He paid
tribute to the assistance Dr. Tid-
marsh was receiving from Mrs.
Kitchener, Mr. Russell and Mrs.
Garrick at the Provincial Infirm-
ary.

Two specially trained pyschia-
trists are coming here to work in
the near future. The cost of carry-
ing on Falconwood and the In-
firmary amounts to $250,000 year-
ly and is increasing all the time.

Branching into Welfare ser-
vices, Mr. Matheson stated that
$046,000 had been paid out in
Mother's Allowances during the
year ending April 1, 1930. “These
allowances were paid to 239 peo-
ple. 92 received the benefits in
Prince County; 93 in Queens and
44 in Kings."

Social assistance was granted to
482 pecple and a total of $42,000
was pald out. 221 réceived benefits
in Prince County; 132 in Queens
and 120 in ‘Kings.

$37,000 was paid out to aid 192
T. B. patients, 77 of the patients
lived in Prince County; 75 in
Queens and 42 in Kings.

Cites Australian Formula

Mr. Hughes had gone into the
matter on his own account, unas-
sisted by the Government, and had
complied tables from information
which he obtained at/ the Char-
lottetown Library and the Treasur-

He had gone for comparative fig-
ures to the fourth report of the
Commonwealth Grants Commis-
slon of Australia. This was the
only federal state he knew of in
the world where -there is a fiscal
need formula sanctioned and ap-
proved by legislation. In the Un-
ted States, fiscal need is recognized
to some extent, in fact but not{ in
name.

“Quite a few of their more re-
cent acts in the United States,” he
said, “contain a formflla that would
provide Prince Edward Island, on
the same fiscal need basis, with $31
per head for every $15 per head
that the average citizen in Canacla
 receives.”

The Australia formula provides
Federal moneys sufficient to enable
each state of the Commonwealth
to give its people social services of
a high standard and at the same
time to have ample funds to take
care of education and public worxs,
for which the state alone is re-
sponsible.

The formula sets forth that only
states which are below the average
of the Australian states can be re-
garded as fiscally in need, and for
these states the Commision recom-
mends grants to bring them up to
“a fair Australian standard.”

The standard regarded as rea-
sonable in Australia is the simple
average of New South Wales, Vic-
