that time the work of the institution ws
completely at a stand-still.  Our files in
the reading room were almost empty, we
1ad an ontstanding debt of §1,095.97, auu
r exchequer countained the sum of eighty
ents. The first need, therefore, was (o
collect the amounts that had been prom
ised, pay off our \vlc:{-.'lillnlh and  start
" This we procecded to d» without
lelay We were fortunate enough to se-

ire the services of Mr. F. B. Kennedy to
conduct the gymnasium classes and act as
secretary during the winter months. Tak-
ing account the fact that the
season was Lalf over before we commenc-
ed, our classes were well attended. Our
better patronized
than ever. In our literary and educational
iepartments we were not able to do very
much. Mr. Heber Haslam and Mr
Walter Doull each gave us an interesting
illustrated lecture. These, with a few die-
cussions upon practical topics, comprised
our winter's work. We might possibly
have doue something more in this diree-
tion, but owing to the activity displayed
by the various church organmizations in
their social and educational, as well as i,
their devotional departments, we f.unl the
field practically occupied

We were enabled through Dr. Anler-
son’s kindness to offer, during the winter
mocths, a series of addresses upon the
Bible narrative. These meetings were
well attended. and afforded to those who
took advantage of themm much new mat-
erial for reflection.

Under the circumstances, however, our
chief business was to get the financial af
fairs of the Association into a more satis-
factory condition. For many years past,
the institution has b en laboring under a
burden of debt, and though subscription
after subscripticn had been taken up, the
amounts so donated were invariably ab-
sorbed (o pay off the pressing current ob-
ligations and many of the older accounts
were left starding over. This we felt should
not be. We. therefore, instructed the
Treasurer to keep a special account of all
amounts donated, and to reserve these
strictly for the payment of our debts, Un-
fortunately, we found when we came to
settle cur outstanding accounts that in al-
most every instance there were items not
entered upon our books; coasequently,
the sumn of oar indebtedness was greater
than we estimated, and, therefore, in ex—
cess of the amount subscribed to meet it.
—the shortage amounted to a little over a
hundred dollars. On the other haad,
however, our receipts for the current year
were some hundred and ten dollars in ex-
cess of our expendituré. We, therefore,
meet you to-night free of debt, except for
the mor:gage upon the building. This
result was only attaised by practicing the
most rigid economy, and by abzolutely re-
fusing to incur any obligation until we
had the money 1n hand to pay for it. Not-

afresh,

into

withstanding the fact that we cut
down expenditure in eyery pos:
sible way, we have managed

to repair our building at & cost of some
$40, and by turning to good account the
handiness of our janitor have fitted up a
hot-air apparatus in our parlor sad made
several improvements in our gymnasium
at a purely nominal cost—some three or
four zollars, This, geatlemen, is the
record of our work since we last met.

Now a word or two with regard to the
working of this Institution. As years #lip
by, couditions change. and the conditions
we have to face to-day,are not those of ten
or even five years ago, What then are the
lines on which this iastitution ought to be
run in order that it may fulfil the purpose
forgwhich it exists, viz., the beuefiting of
our young men ?

To mv mind the first essential is to keep
elear of debt, and the only , way to avoud
this is to absolutely refuse to incur obliga
tions without the funds in hand to meet
them. In the second place we want our
young men to take over this building ana
use it as their own property. For the only
way to make them take an active interest
in the institution is to get them to adopt
it as their own, and manage it for them-
selves. As long as it is managed for them
thev will never be satisficd. The reading~
room is a recognized need in this com-
munity, and it onglt to le well kept up,
and the rights of its s1becribers carefully
rguardel. Further we waot a library.
You can scarcely go into the reading-

oom without seeing a younz man 1eferr.ng
to the “Britannica,” and even a small
reference library weuld a great boon to
our students. The gymnasiam should
wot only be kept np but new apparatus
ouzht to be pr-)c:xrell.

Given these materials to work with and
an Executive Committee of young men,
desirous of developing in themselves and
others all the attributes ot a generous
Christian manhood, this institution may
be made a power for good in this com-
munity.

THE PARK ROADWAY.

3ir,—On reading the letter of “True
Cit zen” one is temind=d of the words of
Burns :

“Oh, wal some one the giftie gie us,

To see oursels as others see us;

It wad from many a blunder free us
And foolish notion.”

His letter i# full of inaccuracies from
top to bottom, as I shall endeavor to show
vou. He says, “the plan was< made in
1873, and the roadway to the Park along
the shore frout of Government Farm ‘also
discussed’ in the Legislature in 1873, but
not untl 1876 was the Act passed
vesting in the city forever, &c.” The facts
are that an Act was pot only ‘discussed’
but passed in 1873, but afterwards dis
allowed, a8 we shall see further on.

Anl, agzain : “So that the plan adopted
by the Legislature, and referred to in the
Act of 1876, and regulariy sigued, witness-
el and recorded in the Registry Office,
‘was prepared just three vears prior to the
passing of the Act of 1876, and, there-
fore, it puts it beyond adoubt as to which
side of the outside line of the existing
bank the roadway should be.”

This is certainly strange logic, and
leaves Mr. Cundall in the shade for bold
assertion and self-assumption. Who ever
heard of a Legislature ‘preparing and re-
cording & plan of am act in 1873 to ex
plain an Act which was in the clouds un-
til 1876, As Lord Dundreary would say,
“this is something no fellow can under-
stand.”

He says, “It was only a citizens’ com-
mittee, &c., that asked the Local Govern-
ment for $1,500, and failing to get it, the
city let the matter drop, &e.,” What are
the facts. The city adopted the Act of
1887 and the plan made by Mr. Cundall,
and a short time afterwards ardered a re
port and estimate from Mr. John Nichol-
son on the lines laid down there n,
which, as [ before stated, are all at pre-
sent on record in the office of the City
Clerk.

He says again ;: “Not until the present
City Councillors took hold of it did ‘many
persons know that the Act of 1876 was< in
force.”” Why did not some one of this
interested “many’ bring up this matter
while John Ball was alive? We shall
sometime know.

Your correspondent is kind enough to
refer me to the debated on the Act of 1876
which he says ‘relates to the battery field’
Another misstatement, for every speaker
in that debate referred to the f‘roadway
around the shore’

Now let me give extracts from that de-
bate, in which there is not one iota of
proof that the, Legislature proposed to
grant ‘one hundred feet inside the bank.’

On April 20th, 1876: Hon. Mr. Pope
said that “a Bill passed the House in 1873
providing for the proposed City Park,but
it was rejected on the ground that it wae
passed after the Province enterel the
Dominion, This was the case, ‘but it was
passed an the promise to the Delegates
who went to Ottawa for better terms.’
Another Bill was found nbecessary, and
the matter remained open; the majority
of the House contended that the battery
field shonld be included in the proposed
Park, and that there shoull be a road
‘allowed all around the shore of the farm

’

. carriage drive for the
use of the citizens.” Again
he says: “The road around the

shore should also by all means be secured
to the City. In order to protect that road
from the inroads of the sea a breastwork
would be reqnired.” Required for what ?
To protect the ‘one hundred feet outside
the bank,” knowing full well, a« a practical
man that if it was not protected it would
be ‘out on the «and’ as it is to-day.

Mr. L. H. Davies said that his views
with reference to this matter were thorough-
ly in accord with those of the Hon. mem-
ber for Summerside. He wouid not go for
accepting the Park unless the Battery

Field and ‘road around the shore’ were
included, and again:—“A carriage way

| T must therefore say in conclusion that
neither the Legislatures of 1873, 1876 or
any other ever granted ““ one
hundred feet along the nplanl in front of
{ Government House, ” and the citizens
hal better be careful how they are led into
expense by a little knot of self-seeking
gentlemen.

Since writing the above my attention
has been called to the letter signed
“Horace Haszard” in your issue of the
30th ultimo, wherein he gives what is par-
roned to be areport of a speech of the
ate Mayor Haviland in the City Couuveil,
reported in the Patriot of the 9th of June,
1891, wherein he says: “The Lieutenant-

. Governor in preventing citizens from
walking along the shore road to the Park
was illegal. A Dominion act gives a strip
of land one hundred feet wide, and every
citizen had a right to_walk a'ong the shore
road.”

It is quite apparent that Mayor Haviland
never was of opinion that the city owsed
