Satellite Fails

To Supply Data
[For Use By Ships

| WASHINGTON (AP} — The
| United States Navy's Transit

5A satellite is failing in its pri-
mary mission of supplying data

for navigation aid to ships, of-
ficials said here.
The satellite was rocketed

aloft Tuesday from Point Argu-
ello, Calif

Dr. Richard B. Kershner, su
pervisor of space development
for the Johns Hopkins applied
physics laboratory, said the sat-
ellite was in excelient orbit, but
that its radio receiver had
failed to work on the first five
attempts to transmit data to the
satellite

Kershner indicated he held
only faint hope that the receiver
would start working later.

The Johns Hopkins laboratory
developed the navigation system

5A was supposed to
have been the first operational
satellite in a system of four
such vehicles.
