THE DOMINION A8 A LEADING COM-
MERCIAL POWER.

If our people had the facility of brag
in anything like the measure in which our
Yankee neighbors possess it, we should
certuinly ving the changes on the splendid
position we ceeupy as o Commercial Pow-
er.

Our mercantile marine, according to the
latest oflicial returns, includes 5,882 ves-
sels of all classes, representing nn agere
gate measurement of 775,343 tons; 983
vessels having a 'rovineial, and 4,380 an
Imperial register,  This splendid tleet is
manned by erews numbering in all 87,285
men; of whom 3,192 belong to Ontario;
8,648 to Quebec; 6,027 to New Brunswick ;
and 19,288 to Nova Scotia,

Of the whole number of craft, 3,074 are
sen-going vesscls; and 1318 vessels design-
ed tor Luke and River navigation, No
fewer than 2,136 vessels mre under five
years ol age, representing a measurcment
of 417,647 tons. And the difterent des-
criptions of cralt show as fine a variely as
could be desired. Thus, we have 222 pad-
dle steamers and 114 serew stemners 9 ol
each being sea-going vessels.  We have
164 ships. 397 barques, 117 brigs, 427 brig-
antines, 3.471 schooners, 61 sloops, 48
barges, 65 scows, 129 batteaux, 121 wood
boats, and 77 vessels not vigged,

Of the ships, barques, brigs and brigan-
tines—numbering in all 1,215 vessels—all
except 37 are sea-going crait ; while of the
smaller vessels, 1,769 are engaged in fish-

ital invested altogether in our
ile fleet is estimated to represent

owned in the Dominion, and is, no doubt,
an under estimate.

Were the marine of Prince Edward Is-
land : nd Newtoundland added to the Do-
minion, we should reckon at least on an
addition of twelve per cent. to the aggre-
gate tonnage, number of hands employed
and total value. The day must soon come
when that addition will be necessary to
muke the return complete, and then we
shall take rank but a lew degrecs below
tne foremost Commereial Powers of the
world. Surely there is here the material
basis for a strong and enduring Union—a
nucleus for a powerlul navy when the time
comes that the Dominion shall assume the
responsibility of political independence.—
Loronto Telegraph.

NAPOLOEN AS A SMOKER.

The Liberte of Paris of September 1st has
singular articles from the pen ot M. L. de
Girardin on the situation ot France, in
which he says:— ;

** The Emperor Napoleon possesses in
the highest degree two sovervign qualities
~—goodness and sweetness, It he were not
endowed by nature with these qualities we
shauld have had after December 2, 1851,
despotism and a despot, whereas he had
ounly tyranny without atyrant. If we lived
in times when names were attached to
sovereigns, he would have been ealled Na-
poleon **the well meaning.” How are we
to explain the fact that Napoleon deserves
all praise and the Empive all eriticism? It
is because the Kmperor's qualities are
neutralized, not by a defect, but an error.
Led astray by the example of his uncle
Napoleon L., who vaingloriously dated a
degree about the Theatre Franeais from
Moscow, he imagines that it i requisite
lor his present prestige and his tuture
glory that he should coneeive and execute
cverything by itself. But would it not
have been better to leave the Theatre
Franeais alone and to bring back the army
safe and sound from Moscow? The LEm-
peror does not banish liberly because he
believes that ii he were to allow it to ex-
pand its wings and {nke flight it would
prevent him trom accomplishing the great
things he dreams of. 1 do not say what
he conceives but what he dreas ot, To
smoke is to dream awanke, The Kmperor
simokes an immense number of cigarettes,
und when he smokes France appears to
him as grand as it appeared little to him
under Lonis Philippe.  And because I'rance
seems toghim to be greac he persuades him-
self that'she is great.  Sincerely belicving
that the greatness he is dreaming about
he has realized, he cannot understand how
there ean exist minds sour enough to the
shadow to the booty—in other words. in-
dinidual liberty to national greatness, This
is not ill meant onthe part ot the Kmperor,
it is a simple delusion.  The moment this
illusion—which is keptup by the drunken-
uess ol tobacco—is dissipated, France will
beeome tree ; not partially, but wholly free,

SiNguLar Sacaciry oF A Doc.—The
best dog story which we have heard ol for
some time. and which is vouched for to be
trae in every particular, comes to us {rom
Roberton County, A ftew nights ago Mr.
Williams, who resides about four miles
west of Springficld, let a neighbor, Mr,
Pettit, have the use of his dog to assist and

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Speain.—The state of Spain is appalling.
While conspiracy reigns in the capital,and
many of her most distinguished citizens
have been shipped off to the Canaries,
lzmine threatens to aggravate her condi-
tion, Itis said that greater distress pre-
vails in the country than at any time dore
ing the last halt century. Spain grows the
finest wheant in Europe. The central pro-
vinces are one vast cornfield, and it fully
cultivated, would supply the deficient har-
vest ot half of Europe. It is not so much
un adverse season that diminishes the sup-
ply cf food as the unsettled state of the
country which indisposes men to sow
when they may not expect to reap. ‘Ihe
country is never free from conspiracies of
some kind, Military and politieal adven-
turers divide the country between them.
When Narvaez goes, Gonzales Bravo suc-
ceeds him, and the same system is pur-
sued, Spain has a Cortes, but no peison
knows anything about it, what it does, or
what it omits to do. Only the other day
one hundred persons, comprising some of
great distinction, were whipped up by the
Ministry and sent out of the country. The
Duke de Montpensier, the Queen’s brother-
in-law, was ordered off, though he was
guilty of no greater crune than sending the
Queen’s own sister to advise her ot the
danger that threatened her crown. Now
come u deficient harvest, and crowds og
beggars in the capital and central cities.
It is not diflicult to foresee the end ot this
calimitous state of things. Much will de-
pend on the army. 1t it be well affected,
and commanded by officers who enjoy its
conlidence, and loyal to the crown, Queen
Isabella may hold ber ground. But the fi-
delity of a Spanish regiment is never to be
depended on.  Then the financial condition
may preecipitate a change. 1f the taxes
cannot be collected, how are the expenses
of the State to be defrayed?  Foreign loans
are impossible, for Spain is shut out from
the money market of the world. Alto-
gether the prospect is dismal,—Jrish paper.
