Former Employee

(BC Operations

OTTAWA. June 2 — (CP) —
Joel Aldred, former CBC an-
nouncer, charged in a letter read
yesterday to the Commons committee
on radio broadcasting that he and
his friends are appalled at the
“wastage" that goes on in the CBC.

Mr. Aldred, dismissed by the
CBC about a year ago, offered to
appear before the commitiee as a
witness. The committee agreed
that a decision on whether or not
he should be called should be de-
ferred until he has filed particu-
lars on his charges.

A. D. Dunton, CBC chairman,
said that Mr. Aldred had been
dismissed for “disloyalty” to the
Corporation. His dismissal fol-
lowed publication of an article in
the Montreal Standard in which
he discussed operations of the
CBC.

In his letter, Mr. Aldred said
{hat since his dismissal he has
continued as an announcer of some
commercial programs carried by
the CBC. As a result he has been
able to retain contact with CBC
operations,

THE SONNET g

The sonnet is a well-known
form of literary expression and
consists of fourteen lines, penta-
meter length, and must conform
to rhyming scheme, There are
two kinds- of sonnets—the Shake-
spearlan and the Itallan or Pet-
rarchidn. The former, used by
Shakespeare, consists of three-
quatrains and a couplet at the
end. Drayton's famous sonnet is
form—"§ince there's
help, come let us kiss and part”.
Shelley. used it in his “Ode to the
West wind”, made up of five son-
nets. The other form is used by Mil-
ton, of whose sonnets Samuel
Johnston had a poor opinion.
When this form is rigidly adher-
ed to, the technique is as follows:
“abba, abba, cd cd cd. There is the
octet and the sextet. It is neat form
of poetry, and has many great
names who praised it, Words-
worth’s sonnet on “Westminster
Bridge" is a good sample of the
Petrarchian form.

Some of those who were great
sonnet  writers  were, Milton,
Mrs. Browning, Harlley Coleridge,
Spenser, John Keats, Wordsworth,
and among Canadians, Sir Char.
les G. D. Roberts and Lampman,
D, M, Main made a good collec-
tion of English sonnets where we
find the best in the language.

Shakespeare’s one hundred and
fifty~four sonnets have been one
of the greatest literary puzzles of
our time. Who was the ‘dark wo-
man’ referred to?

Some years ago, a college presi-
dent in Canada referred to John

MacRae's, “In Flanders Fields”,
declaring that the metre was
original with MacRae, forgetting

that it was an old form, a Rondeau.
On another occasion, a prominent
educationist called this form of
verse a sonnet, showing that he
did not know about the technique
of the sonnet!

There are some admittedly great
sonnets. in the language—one 1T
have mentioned alrecady, Michael
Drayton’s one of the best, now
over 400 years old. Another famous
one is that entitled “Night and
Death” by Blanco White, where
he shows that because day con-
ceals the stars and darkmess re-
veals them, so it may be when we
die, with Death the revealer, Mil-

Many may not understand the
matter in these terms but they
realize the need for an order, na-
tional and international, directed
towards affording to all men the
Iierty, cultural and economic,
which will enable them to live up
to the highest that they know to
be in them. They may not see the
order within which alone that lib-
erty can be secured yet they would
welcome it if they saw it. .

Men and women have recently
demonstrated that they were ready
to accept with gladness the sacri-
fices and hardships of a prolong-
ed war fought for an ideology, &
faith greater than themselves.
Would not these same people
sacrifice themselves to an even
higher ideal if ever they under-
stood it? It is in this readiness to
sacrifice and in this fundamental
seriousness of purpose that the
material for a happler future lies.

At the present time all this po-
tential goodness is imprisoned. It
is imprisoned in artificial groups,
in false ideals, in the fear of war.
The progressive, materialist, beat-
jtude-on-earth philosophy is the
sole popular drive or urge behind
the social and economic frame-
work set up since the war.
