Braw 1y ae Hovy Servrcure.—The Passion-
‘week of the Oriental churehes t now at
its olose, and the Christian pilgrims, amounting
to about five thousand, are now starting, or
about to start, for their homeward journey,
some to Armenia and Turkey in Asia, others to
Greece and the Greek islands of the Levant.
The ceremony of the holy fire, performed on
Saturday in the Church of the Resurrection,
was o sad scene of barbarism ; and it isa mat-
ter of wonder, how any civilized or intelligent
authorities, whether in the Church or Siate,
can 80 far blind their eyes with the profits they
derive therefrom as to be able to quiet their
consciences, whilst supporting such  infamous
practices. The pilgrims this year were more
numerous than they have been for the last two
years, but still not nearly s> numerous as on
Tormer occasions; they were about half Greeks
and half Armenians, 2,500 of each. On Satur-
day they wero duly assembled in the Church of
the Resurrection, and the Pasba, with the colo-
mel and the troops, was also present as usual.
Dauring the anxious waiting for the appearance
of the bishops, who perform the miracle of the
holy fire, the shouting, crowding, and dancing
usual upon such occasions, were performed
with more than scrupulous precision ; the peo-
ple were excited to u terrible degre nd as
soon as the metropolitan Greok bishop and
the Armenian putriarch made their appear-
ance, the Turkish soldiers, who are always on
guard within the church on such occasions to
preserve order, were murched out ; the people
set up ono incessant shout, until the lighted
torch was passed out of the tomb on each side.
Tmmediately after the exit of the fire from the
tomb, the people foll to fighting with sticks
and bundles of candles, and many were very
much hurt. The Pacha, who was seated in an
upper gallory. then ran down, and by the free
use of the canes of his police-officers, the people
were prevented from killing cach other. i
excellency roturned to his former place, but
had hardly taken his seat, when the fight
recommenced, and the congregation was now
well supplied with sticks, staves, and stones,
which were thrown into the body of the chureh
for their use from a window communicating
with the Greek convent, and o bloody conflict
ensued. It is evident, that both pasiies were

ared for this event, for they brought out
sticks and stones from behind ‘columns and
corners of tho church, where they had previ-
ously concealed them. The Pacha ran down a
second time, and called in the soldicrs, about
400 in number, and it was not until many of
these, the colonel, the Pacha, himself, and his
secretary, had been more or loss wounded or
bruised, that they succeeded in soparating the
combatants. Twenty-five Armenians and about
as many Greeks were seriously wounded, and
many moro were bruisod, scratched, or grazed
on each side. After they had left the church,
they had anotlier set-to on their way ho
but at last got tired of fighting,
hey had been fasting for many
separate Armenian procession, about
hour after the holy fire, some of the pricsts
and deacons carried stick or whips, or other
me ofence. In the afteraoon, upon
visiting tho chureh, it was found, that during
the conflict, many valuablo pictures hud been
torn or destroyed by the missiles; that vase

ornaments in gold, silver, brass, an
been knocked down and destroyed. T
howaver, were soon busily on
up other lamps, & pla
ones, and in washing and cleansing the walls
and floors where the oil and broken glass had
beor 1t was in proparation for the grand
service of Easter-eve, that the Grecks empoyed
themselves so dilligently in repairing the da-
mago immediately. ~And the Pacha gave most
’oumfwry orders that (lest any collision
sbould take place) the two sects should have
their services separately—the Greeks firat—
and that no i
text whatever be allowed to enter the church
during the Greek seryico.—Jerusalem Correspon-
dent of the Daily News.

‘The memory of Sir Robert Pecl has been
brought prominently before the publie this
week by the publication on the part of his
literary executors, Lord Mahon, now Earl
of Stanhope, and Mr. Cardwell, ofa portion
of those literary remains, belonging to the

After this, we went to see the Greek church,
and through some very good ulmr,hllud chiefly
with military appertunances. 1 got a pair of
Paris gloves for five francs, and saw Rowland’s
Macassar and perfumery, English pickles, pen-
cila and paper, with various other home-manu-
factured articles which I little expected to find
in the capital of Crim Tartary. Our friends
had that morning received an order to march
