Motors Bought

ZO 'DON (Reuters) - Rumors
financial circles here
Thursday that a mystery buyer—
possibly an American or Canadian
concern—is quietly buying up the
shares of Standard Motors, the
British automobile and tractor
m-pufacturing firm.

There was speculation that a
bid of more than £10,000,000
might eventually be made for the
whole of this -ompa . It pro-
duces about 1,500 cars a week and
was until rceently the world's
biggest maker of tractors.

No confirmation of the rumor
coul® be found, but the facts puz-
zling businessmen are that, at a
time when the automotive ‘indus.
try ° facing dif7icult times, some-
one over the last five months has
bought about £1,000,000 worth of
Standard shares—nearly -~ tenth
of the company's ordinary share
capital. .
