soning often occur in which life might be
saved, and hours of agony averted, il we
ounly knew what to do in season. Il a
poison burns the throat and ucts violently
upon the stomach, swallow half a piut of
sweet oil, or melted butter or lard, and
within five minutes, take half a pint of
warm waler in which has been stirred a
teaspoonful of ground mustard and salt.
The oil arrests the action ot the poison,
and the mustard and salt causes vomiting.
I the poison swallowed does not burn the
throat and act with instant violence, but
causes sickness, stupor or lnintness, swal-
low tae white ol three eggs; also a quan-
tity ot the strongest coflee it is possible to
make, and in a few minutes take the warm
water and mustard and salt, as betore
mentioned.  An cminent physician says
that with the prompt use ol vil, and white
of eggs and strong coffee, and the emctic
as above directed, the fatal result ot any
poison likely to full in the way of man or
child may be averted. These r1emedies
are, in themselves, harmless, and might all
be tuken into the stomach at onee, 1n any
quantity without damage to the syste;
and they are things that we always have
on hand. DBut wuile using these things
don’v fuil to send for a physician. Aad
above all, and fivst of all, don’t have uany
poison around.

SOME PLAIN TALK.,

A late number of the drny and Navy

The relations between the United States
and Great Britain are very much effected
by the Irish clement in the lormer, and by
the condition of Ireland itsell in the latter
country.

Equally true is it that
lreland itseil would be an object point in
the campaign, and that the Americans, by
their agents would seck to excite insup-
rection there, and might even be rash
ulmugh to send, or altempt to send, an
expedition to loment or sustain a rebellion.,
But, after all, what would be the result ot
such a policy ? The loyal population ot
freland, anided by the regular Army, and
by the Militia regiments of Great Britain,
which would be called out in the event ot
hostilities,would find no great difficulty in
disposing ol armed opposition on the part
ot the rebellion peasantry; and the Ame-
ricuns, who are unable to keep a line of
Atlantic steamers atloat, would discover
that the equipment of an expeditionary
force to cross 3,000 miles of sea is one of
the most oncrous operntions—next to the
suceessiul landing ot it the most enerous
—ot modern wartare.  The idea of theip
‘*covering the seas with privatesrs™ is
quite absurd.
