The officials said
the decision was made partly be-
cause of inadequate bases for the
big bombers in Indo-China and the
time it would take to train French
combat crews.

2. A report that the U.S. Air
Force is ready to provide another
airlift of French troops to Indo-
China in C-124¢ transport planes.
These alrc}:go.tt carried a substant-
ial numbér "of troops from metro-
politan Frence and Morocco to
Indo-China bases last month.

Pearson Backs
U. S. Policy In
Geneva Speech

GENEVA, (CP)—Canada's Lester
B. Pearson Tuesday coupled a de-
fence of United States foreign pol-
icy with a warning that failure of
Indo-China peace talks might force
the West to consider further col-
lective security measures.

In his country’s first contribution
to the Far Eastern debate at the
Geneva conference, the external af-
fairs minister devoted most of his
speech to Korean issues. But he
also referred to the interest ex-
pressed-by Asian countries, which
have just met at Colombo, in en-
suring peace in  Indo-China, and
added:

“If these peaceful purposes are
not achieved by a just, honorable
and negotiated settlement, the con-
sequences will be bad, and prob-
ably far-reaching.

“Fallure here may well neces-
sitate further collective considera-
tion by those who, as a result of
such failure, will feel increasingly
threatened, of further ways and
means to meet that threat. This,
in its turn, may harden and make
more dangerous the great and
tragic division in the world.”

N. B. Potato
Growers Seeking
Federal Aid

OTTAWA (CP) - A represent-
ative from New Brunswick's
potato growing district Tuesday
night asked for federal assistance
of aid for potato farmers unable
to sell last year's crop.

Gage W. Montgomery (PC—Vic-
toria-Carleton) said in the Com-
mons budget debate that a new
potato marketing board has not
benefitted all farmers equally.
Many farmers were left holding
large stocks of potatoes with no
assurance they would be sold be-
fore the new season opens.
“These farmeys are
panicky,”” he said.

BANK LOANS DOUBLED

Mr. Montgomery, a former
school board official, said there is
a danger that farmers will be un-
able to meet their municipal taxes.
Unless their potatoes were sold by
Aug. 1, many schools in the area
would not open in the fall. Bank
loans in Woodstock, N. B., were
twice as large as ever before.

The potato marketing board had

been set up last year when the
federal government guaranteed a
floor price for the crop. It was a
good system if properly handled.
But under the previous system, the
crop always had been sold.
The federal government had a
responsibility to assure farmers
with unsold crops that their posi-
tion would be as good as those
who were able to sell their
potatoes.
