London. We did not then conceive, how-
ever, that measures would be as soon ar-
ranged, as they have, to carry out this
grand result. 1t was then generally sup-
posed, that the Atlantic ocean would pre-
sent too many difficulties for a line of wires
to be laid down in it, or to be worked in it
by the mdst powerful batteries if laid down.
A live running through the north-west of
our continent, then across Behring’s Straits,
through Northern Asia, and down to Europe
was then supposed to be the most feasible
route for a world's telegraph.
