preciate this fact. As quickly as omne
thought was banished another succeeded
it. Then it was determined to woo Mor-
pheus in an entirely new way.

As the mind when awake
be satisfied with nothingness
was advanced that it conld be so oceu-
pied as to actually produce sleep.

Buchner in his “'Physic Life of Ani-
mals,” speaks of the thievish bees,
which in order to save themselves the
trouble of working, attack well-stocked
hiyes in masses, kill the sentinels and
the inhabitants, rob the
carry off the provisions. After re-
peated enterprises of this description,
they acquire a taste for robbery and

violence; they recrnit whole com-
panies, which get more and more
numerous; and finally they form

regular colonies of brigand bees.

But it isa still more curious fact
that these brigand bees can be pro-
duced artificially by giving working
bees a mixture of honey and brandy to
drink. The bees saon take a delight
in this beverage, which has the same
disastrous effects upon them as upon
men; they become ill-disposed and irri-
table, and lose all desire to work; and
finally, when they begin to feel
hungry, they attack and plunder the
well-supplied hives.

There is one variety of bees—the
Sphecodes—which lives exclusively
upon plunder. According to Marchall,
this variety is formed of individuals
of the Halyates species, whose organs
of nidificetion are defective, and which
have gradually developed into a sepa-
rate variety, living almost exclusively
by plunder.

They may be thus said to be an ex-

ample of innate and organic eriminal-

ity among insects, and they represeut
what Prof. Lombroso the born
criminals—that individuals whicls
are led to crime by their own organic
coustitution,

These snares
are at varying heights, sometimes within
reach, again 10 to 12 feet from the
ground, but always in a position exposed
to the rays of the sun. The diaweter is
also variable, from 3 feet upward. One
seen by Graffe in the Fiji Isiands con-
structs a web 30 feet in diameter. These
snares are strong enough to entrap small
birds. In the author's opinion the web is

not set for such game, and the svider
does not feed oo her ornithological vie-
tim. In the c.ses where she has been

ohserved with her fangs in the body of
the ensnared bird it is probable that it is
for the purpose of hastening the death of
the bird, in order to prevent its injuring
the web in its struggles to escape.
Spiders of the genus Nephila are easily
tamed. Although exceedingly voracious,
they can nevertheless exist for many
days without either food or water. They
pair in autumn, The sexes inhabit the
same web for a considerable time, the
female in the center and the male on the
upper edge of the web, His efforts to in-
gratiate himsc!f in the favor of his matoe
are not always successful. It not infre-
