Missionaries Wrecks On
Release By Chinese Reds

G KONG (AP) — Dr. and
uﬁ?NBnmer V. Bradshaw, Amer-
jcan medical missionaries in China
for 23 years, hobbled across the
border to fredeom in Hong Kong
Tuesday—ravaged by disease and
shockingly aged by five years as
prisoners of the Communists.

Mrs. Bradshaw clearly could not
comprehend what was happening,
She stared blankly at police and
Red Cross and U. S, consular of-
ficials who met her and her hus-

home in Kwantung provinrce and
sent to separate prisc acused
of spying.

Later they were sent fo prisons
in Canton. Mrs. Bradshaw became
ill in 1953 and was transferred to
house arrest. She now weighs only
about 80 pounds. Both she and
Bradshaw, a preliminary physical
examination showed, are suffering
acute malnutrition and the effects
of beri beri.

;rndshaw said they had been re-
united only two days ago. His wife
recognized him, he said, but “she
doesn’t realize even now that she
is in free territory . . . #f we can
get this fear out of her, she will
start to eat again and slowly get
her physical strength back.’

He told reporters that he had
been subjected to slow starvation,
but Red Cross food parcels he be-
gan receiving after a complete
physical breakdown last May had
started him toward recovery.

“This was sup-
posed to be espionage.”
