HALF HOSPITAL BEDS

Recalling that mental illness
now occupies one half of all hos-
pital beds and that it strikes men
and women in the prime of life,
Dr. Beck said mental illness was
the greatest single health drain on
the economy of the country —
greater than all the others com-
bined.

Dr. Beck told the nurses he real-
ized that their duty was often
times a lonely task which incurred
great personal strain on the nurse,
on her vitality and on her personal
resources. He said her job involv-
ed many tensions producing many
situations. “It is difficult”, he said,
“to remain calm and serene in the
face of insults and open hostility
on the part of the patient. This
however must be, if the patient’s
welfare is to be taken in consider-
ation.”

In spite of the fact that mental
patients have lost to a degree their
sanity, it must be realized that
they still have a certain amount
of it, and they become very sensit-
ive to the manner in which the
nurse reacts to them. Dr. Beck
suggested that nurses try to keep
themselves strong and they might
be surprised to see how the patient
can actually help them.

INCREASE EFFICIENCY

The Doctor told the graduates
they could increase their efficien-
cy if they honestly faced themsel-
ves accepting the things that are
within them. “If you do this you
will be left with much more for the
patient”, he said.

“In spite of all the aids that you
may have at hand, you will find
that none of these or all of them

bined are not h. You wili
find that you will have draw on
other resources for that needed

strength”’, said Dr. Beck “You will
need to pray; you will need to
mediatate on and worship your
Creator; you will need to drink
from God's word, the Bible. We
need the peace which God alone
can give. We need the strength to
help others, which only his love
can supply. We often need to real-
ize we are mere human beings
involved in a spiritual reality much
bigger than ourselves. We need to
realize that we are never alone.

“May you discharge this respon-
sibility to the full of your capacity
and may you be able to enlarge
your capacity by drawing on
these resources within the outside
of yourself.”
