Ou carctul stady of the law I finl that
it is in a great mea<nre for the protection
of a body of men who form a small frac-
tion—but a fast increasing one nevert.e-
less—of our population. The whole trend
of the law seems to me to be for the pn-|
pose of securing to the medical ternity |
absolute power in all things pertaining to
the materia medica.

In fact the law is s0 stringent that fines

and imprisonment await those who would
attempt to alleviate the paine of their
ellow mortals, “except in the case of
cancer,” in which there is a margin left for
a person who can cure this fell disease by
some external application. Oh, the charity
of these men styled the Medical Council
of P. E. Island ! for we understand that it
was at the.r earnest request this act was
passed by our le _is ators.
What a caricature on liberality ! **A per-
son 1may cure cancer within the meaning
of this Act,” Yes, he may cure cancer,
which disease the medical men themselves
regard as incurable. What a farce! This
is the only disease they allow to be treated
by persous apart from the profession. This
act has not been the product of a day_but
for years clause after clanse has been in-
troduced ar the urgent request of the in-
satiable “Ziedical Council,” until now the
people of this Island find themselves as
thoroughly at the mercy of these fo'lowers
of Aesculapius as ever were the plebians
the serfs of Ancient Rome.
