PROFESSOR ROBERTSON'S SPEECH
 

At the Meeting of Citizens Yesterday After-

neon.

Prof. Robertson, in the course of his
speech at the citizens meeting yesterday
afternoon, stated that Lord Aberdeen had
agreed to attend three picnic meetings in

the Maritime Provinces, one of which he
desired to hold on this Island. This was

entirely a private matter, in which the
Dominion Government took no part. The

Professor was in favor of holding the
picnic at New Perth, but thought in view

of its many advantages, Chariottetown
would be the more suitable
place. He then referred to
the dairying industry in this
Island, dwelling at some length on
its importance and pointing out that
in benefitting the farmers the city also was
benefitted. In 1892 the Island could
only boast of one cheese factory, yielding
@ revenue of $5,000 annually. In 1893
there were 11 factories, yielding a rev-
enue of $48,000, and in 1894 18 factories,

with a probable revenue of $80,000. Ina
few years at this ratio he expected the
Island wouldbe receiving a revenue from
this industry of $500,000 yearly.
The Professor said he had just complet-

ed a tour of King’s and Prince Counties,
and remarked in several places that the
land was impoverished for grain growing,
and he advocated the growing o* corn in
order to improve and make it suitable for
dairying.
He showed what the growth of the

dairying business meaut to this proviace
in the way of increased prosperity and
also population.

In some instances, the Professor found
it difficult to persuade the farmers to
change their methods of farming. But he
earnestly asked them to give dairying a
trial, even if only an experimental one.
In this connection, he tated that the
cheese exhibited at Chicago, althoughit
made no money return, still it indueed
farmers to try better feeding in order to
maintain Canada’s reputation for cheese.

His statement that the Island cheese
brought a half a cent per pound morein
Eagland than the Ontario cheese was
very gratifying, and he gave as his opinion
that the Maritime Provinces offered a
more inviting field to the intending emi-
grant than any other point of Canada.
He suggested that it would be a good
move to get some Scotch dairymeninto
this country. Speaking of the proposed
picnie to be held about the middle
of August, he said that on his return
to Ottawa His Excellency would make
definite announcements to the proper
authorities in regard to dates, etc. Th.

STATEMENT FROM REY. MR.
ALEXANDER,
 

(St. John Sua.)

A Sun reporter cailed on Rev. Mr. Alex-
ander at the Clifton House last evening,
and was received with great cordiality.
Mr. Alexander said, in reply to the Sun’s
inquiry, that he had cometo the city for
a few days to consult with Rev. J. M.
Davenport concerning the religious doubts
that were perplexing him. He readily as-
sented to give the Sun a statement over
his own name, so that there should be no
further doubt as to the exact condition of
affairs so far as he and Prof. Stockley
were concerned. The following is his
statement in his own words:

To the Editor of the Sun:
Sin,—As I have been waited on this

evening by one of your reporters, who has
signified to me your wish that I should
give you a few facts in relation to that
with which my wame is at this time so
unpleasantly prominent, I gladly seize the
opportunity of placing before the public
the fo:lowing short but plain statement:

For many years past convictions of the
truth of the claims of the Church of Rome
have strongly possessed me, and havea
many times, until now, been put away.
These have been again aroused, and now
so strongly that I cannot but believe them,
unless I shall discover solid reasons to the
contrary, to be the very voice of God
speaking and pleading with me. It has
been the making fully known to the Lord
Bishop of the diocese of Fredericton these
facts that has caused him, with my entire
assent, to suspend my ministrations in the
Church of England until such timeas,if
ever, these religious difficulties shall be
removed. For His Lordship’s great kind-
ness to me in this time of mytrouble I
can neverfeel sufficiently grateful.
Of my dear friend, Prof. Stockley, as

his name has been mixed upwiththis mat-
ter in the public papers, I will say a sin-
gle word. It has been mygreat privilege
to have him with me for several months,
and to minister to him, as well as I was
able, during a time of deepaffliction. Mr.
Stockley is not, and never has been, a
Romanist, but bas long experienced relig-
ious difficulties similar to my own. We
have talked over these together, as war
natural, but it is wholly untrue to attri-
bute to his influence my present uncer-
tainty. As I have before said, myreligious
doubts have been the growth of years, and
for them, I hold myself wholly responsible.

St. Joun, June 20.——The general assem-
bly is working its way through the remain-
ing business with great speed. “Many

members have already gone and the ses-
sion will probably close to-morrow, Stand-

ing committees were appointed, being
almost the same as last year. The com-
mittee on reception of ministers reported
favorably on most cases, including that of
the Halifax presbytery to receive Rev. Dr.
Archibald, but the report was against
