Migratory Birds Act
For PEIL 1939

PRINCE EDWARD ISLAND

The National Parks Bureau of
the Department og Mines and Re-
sources, Ottawa, has fjust issued
the Regulations regarding Migra-
tory Birds for the current year.

A summary of the Regulations
as they apply to Prince Edward
Island follows:

OPEN SEASON
—Both Dates Inclusive—

Ducks (Other than Xiders) Geese
other than Brant), Rafls and
Coots:

Sept. 20—Dec. 5.

Eider Ducks
Sept. 20 — Nov. 10.
Woodcock, Wilson's or Jack-snipe:
Qct. 1—Nov. 16.

CLOSED SEASONS

There i3 a closed season through-
out the year on Brant, Wood
Ducks, Swans, Cranes, Curlew, Wil-
lets, Godwits, Upland Plover,
Black-bellled and Golden Plover,
Greater and [Lesser Yellow-Legs,
Avocets, Dowitchers, Knots, Oyster-
catchers, Phalaropes, Stilts, Surf-
birds, Turnstones, and all the
shore birds not provided with an
open season in above schedule.

There is a closed season through-
out the year in the following non-
game birds:

Auks, Auklets, Bitterns, Fulmars,
Gannets, Grebes, Guillemots, Gulls,
Herons, Jaegers, Loons, Murres,
Petrels, Puffins, Shearwaters and
Terns: and there is a closed season
throughout the year on the follow=-
ing insectivorous birds — Bobo-
links, Catbirds, Chickadees, Cuc-
koos, Flickers, Filycatchers, Gros-
beaks, Hummingbirds, Kinglets,
Martins, Meadowlarks, Nighthawks
or Bull-bats, Nuthatches, Orioles,
Robins, Shrikes, Swallows, Swifts,

GUNS, APPLIANCES AND
HUNTING METHODS

The use of pump or repeating
shotguns unless the magazine has
been permanently plugged or al-
tered so that it cannot carry more
than one cartridge, or automatic

gun loaded with a single bullet, or
any gun larger than number 10
gauge is prohibited, and the use
of any aeroplane, power-boat,
sneak-boat, sail-boat, live birds as
decoys, night light, and shooting
from any vehicle drawn by a
draught animal or from a motor
vehicle is forbidden.
