MISS FRANCES WILLARD
AN INTERVIEW WITH THE GREAT

APOSTLE OF TEMPERANCE.

 

What the Brotherhood of Man Really

Means—A Broad and Wide View of Life~

Why People Who “Know” Rather han

Who ‘Believe’ Are Tolerant.

The clever American lady who is doing
such good work for temperance and pro-
gress all over the world waa recliring ina
rocking chair as I was shown into the
study in the Cottage, Reigate, says A. G.
in London Sketch, where she has so often
stayed with her fellow-enthusiust, Lady
Henry Somerset, but she sprang up with
characteristic energy, and, with just a
sufficiency of New Hampshire accent in
her pleasant voice te give it piquancy,
bade me welcome. Her fine, clearly-cut
features, alive with intelligence and crown-
ed by pretty, wavy hair, lighted up with
good nature as she grasped me by the hand
with kindly cordiality.

“I shall vot make any a for inter-
viewing jou, Miss Willard,” I remarked,
*‘as you come from the homepar excellence
of the interviewer.”
With tbe pleasant smile that is charac-

teristic of her, Miss Willard responded at
once to the suggestion.
“Tam sure no apology ia necessary, I

can’t understand why people should ob-
ject to talk to one another. When the
universal brotherhood of man, of which
we hear so much butsee go little in reality,
comes to pass there will be no isolation.
Why hedge one’s self round?) The more
bands oue can clasp the more help we can
~ each other. Besides, 1 am a good
eal of a journalist myself,”
“You have sometuing to do with Lady

Henry Somerset's paper, I suppose?”
“Yes, a little; but I don’t refer to that

only. Of course, every paper means in-
cessant care. It gives one no more rest
tnan ateething child. It is, like walking,

oue series of prevented falls. But I dont
object to being kept on the alert. As
QueenElizabeth said: ‘‘Life is a bog; if
you standstill, you sink,”
“Do 1 understand that you have or have

had a paper of your own?”
“With my dear brother,

Oliver Willard. For his sake as weil as
humanity's, 1 love the press. I like to
think of the press as a sky full of white
wings—ah, yes! a few black ones, no
douvt, while white for the most part. I
have found it very helpful in my temper-
perance work.
“You are still an active journalist,

though, are you not?”
“Oh, yes; lL edit the Chicago Union Sig-

nal, the organ of the white ribbon move-
ment all over the world. We do 90,000 a
week, aud our subscription list at a dollar
a year is enormous. It is not a bigoted
paper. I love tolerance,”

“To knowall is to forgive.”
“Yes, Curious you should say that A

lady I know very well—one who doesn’t
live iu & teacup—was once told by some-
body, ‘You are too kind,’ ‘No, it is not
that I am kind at all; it is that I know!”

“Itis not, however, very often that tem-
perance enthusiasts are so generous in their
views.

‘Well, for my own part, I believe so
completely that many people can scarcely
help being what they are that it may mske
me broader than some in my views of hu-
man nature. People talk of free will, but
it is only, after ali, ike a drop of water in
acrystal. It can move, but only within
the limits of its environment. In my
opinionail reformers must trace back their
policy to heredity if they are to do any
good, We must not ride our hobby w
death for waut of a drink—the right sort
of a drink, of course.”

“It is with that idea, I suppose, that the
White Ribbon League attacks many other
evils besides intemperance?”

“Yes; we have forty different lines which
we have already taken up, and there is no
reason Why we should not take up eighty,
if they help us to dissect out the aching
alcohol nerve from the body politic.”
“The work involved must be immense?”
“It is tol-rably heavy, but, odd as you

may think the expression, the greatest fun

as well as the highest joy is to be got out
of life by a variety of occupation. Just
ag a bee wings from flowert» flower, so we
touch every phase of social life, and while
it is good for the bee to gather honeyits
work is also food for the hive. There is
nothing iu the world like work. I believe
in constant occupation. The mind recoils
uponitself if it is not projected on mar-
kind, and that way madness lies. If I
meet anyone who goes sighing all the day
in a morbid state of mind, I tell them to
coin their sighs into work, and they won't
know them for sighs any longer. I always
feel awfully sorry for invertebrate and
melancholy people of that kind, and I put
it down mostly to bad neredity—so far, I
am an Ibsenite; they start languidly; they
lack iron in their blood and granite in their
bones. lt is no good trying to force food
down the throats of nonworkers in the
name of charity, as though they were so
many turkeys to be crammed for Christ-
was, They must be made to work for
themselves, ‘The first necessity of a re-
forming philanthropist is to be infinitely
patient iu teaching the helpless to de-
veloptheir latent powers of self-snpport.
Science is the divinity of to-day and I
think it is good to think it one manifesta-
tion of the Spiritof God. 1 amylad, too,
that it is being applied to philanthropic
work. Syducy Wevb ig tbe Darwin of
charity aud is reducing it to a scientific
systein, The coming man, or, it may be,

the coming womanwill reduce Leneticence

to as exact a science as electricity. and wiil
be the greatest good angel the world has
ever known, At present our poilautrophy
is hit or miss—generaily mies. We take
people's dignity and individuality and agn-
vert them into parasites, in which capacity
they are little Letter than any other ver-
min. Of course, all this reiurm will be

uphill work. Se many prejudices have to
be got over, and the prejudices of 0 many
eminently respectable people. Heavy ge-
diocrity is sitting on the breast of progress,
but she will rise, for it is her nature to,
and the laws or nature are irrevocable and
constant Every human being ought to
receive of right in exchange for his cr her
work all the necessities of life. ‘If a man
will not work, neither shall he e@t,’ so
saith the Scriptuge, but, per cont, a
better citation, @gys, ‘It he will week, he
shall eat.’”

*‘And then?”
“And then the present system of so-called

and well-intended benevolent effort will
come to be regarded as nothing less than a
crime.

“That is rather hard gpen a good maag
men and womenof to-day,”

“No, itis hard on the sygbem, the apis-
taken system on which they work, got
upon them. For one thing, they sre @g0
pessimistic in their views. A reformer
