TAKE CARE

Normal amounts of protein, min-
erals and vitamins make for
smooth running of the body ma-
chinery. With calories lowered,
'ﬁored fat is called on for part of
ihe fuel needs. So low calorie sum-
mer meals are both cooling and
reducing.

But don’t try any reduting she-
nanigans such as a low protein
diet or lopsided fare deficient in
the protective nutrients—for na-
ture will slap you in the face
every time. You want to protect
your skin, muscle tissue and vital
organs as you banish the burden
of fat. The ideal way to reduce
is on protective meals that subtly
help to change your food habits
from fattening to slimming.
