The follow-
ing opinions and speculations of Professor
Comstock, are in accordance with the
views of most geologists, and will be read
with interest.

s, known at the present
day, under the name of coal fields, exist,
probably, in most parts of the world where
the climate renders large quantitics of fuel
v 'y for the comfort of man; a signal
interposition of the Creator for his benefit,
and clearly proving that it has emanated
from d7sign, since coal has rarely, if ever,
been discovered in any quantities in hot
climates.

Among the early geologists, the origin of|
coal was fora long time a matter of dispute;
but at the present day, it is universaily
admitted that all its varicties are of vege-
table origin. .

Proors or e Oricin or Coar.—The
experiments of Professor Goppert, of Bres-
luu, on the transformation of vegetables iuto
coal, and which were afterwards followed
in England, appear to have left no doubt on
this subject in the mind of any philosopher;
though, perhups, they only served to con
firm  opinions formed on less certain
grounds

T'his philosopher endeavoured to imitate
the agency of nature in producing the
results in question, and he did so with
perfect success.  Having observed that the
leaf, (that of the fern) i iron stone nodules,

might occasionally be separated, in the|!

form of a honaceous film, he placed
such leaves in clay, dried them in the shade,
and then exposing the clay to ared heat,
he thus obtained striking resemblances to
the fossil plants.  According to the degr
of heat, the plants were found to have
bacome either brown, shining black, or to
be entirely lost, the impression only remain-
ing But, in the latter case, the surrounding
clay was stained blagk, thus indicating that
the’ color of the coal-shades is derived from
the carbon of the plants which they include,
or once included.

PRrocess OF NATURE IN THE FORMATION
or Coar.—It might be supposcd, from the
results of the above experiments, that the
action of volcanic heat on vegetable was
required to produce coal; this supposition
is, however, by no means entertained —the
application of " artificial heat being the only
means by which the long processes of|
nature, counsisting of fermentation
pressure, could be imitated,

Vecerances.—If hay be stacked in a moist
condition, and closely packed, it is well
known that fermentation will be the result,
especially during the hot scason, aud that
the heat produced is sometimes so great as
to produce spontancous combustion, by
which the mass is consumed. But 1f care
be taken to confine the mass from contact
of the air, und thus prevent iguition, the
hay will be found to have assumed a dark
brown color, a glazed or oily appearance,
and a bituminous smell, resembling that of |
coal. The same result will be produced if|
flax, hemp, ferns, the twigs of trees, or
other small vegetables, capable of heing
pressed into a close mass, be treated in the
same manner.

‘This is considered an illustration, on a
small scale, of what was once performed
by natural means, to such a vast extent as
to produce coal fields, by throwing into
masses whole forests, instcad of a few
pounds of hay, and then subjecting such
accumulations to the pressure, perbaps, of
several hundred feet of incumbent earth.
