41,000 in January to about 100,000
by April. Early estimates indi-
cated the pace had kept up in
May. In all, 127,311 houses were
started last year.

The number of families in-
ereased by 11,700 in the first three
months, more than double the in-
erease of 5,600 in’the correspond-
ing period of last year. This was
due to “a large number of mar-
riage together with a doubling of
the rate of immigration.”

Mortgage money continued in
short supply and ‘‘the availability
of mortgage credit continued to
be the main determinant of the
rate of housing starts,” the fed-
eral housing agency said.

Loans for new houses under the
National Housing Act, at $28,000,-
000, were 59 per cent lower in the
first quarter of this year than the
$72,367,000  reported . in the first
three months of 1957.

Other mortgages for new- hous
ing—those not guaranteed by the
government through CMHC — to-
talled $47,600,000, down about six
per cent from $50,405,000.

'Eases The Traffic Situation

ALGIERS (Reuters) — Citizens
| of Algiers live in a perpetual state
| of tension, wondering all the time
what will happen next.
| The main preoccupation in this
North African city of 192,000
| Europeans and 162,000 Moslems is

trouble will follow in its wake.

On June 11, at the funerals of
some of the 10 people killed by
bomb exposion on a clifftop dance-
hall twp days earlier, angry
Europeans stormed through the
ls\recls of Algiers, beating at least

| ing hundreds of Moslem-owned
stores.

The terrorism is the work of in-
surgents, fighting a Moslem na-

All but a few of the alleys lead
ing into the hillside Casbah (the
old Arab quarter) of Algiers have
been sealed off with barbed wire
entanglements to prevent terror-
ists from escaping into the
crowded alleys after throwing a
bomb or shooting down a Europ-
ean.

1. Two diamonds. Here we
have the common case of a hand
too good to bid two hearts with
and not quite good enough to
justify a three heart bid. The
hand amounts to a two and a
hailf heart bid

A two heart bid ‘would repre-
sent 6 to 9 points, while a three
heart bid would show 13 to 15
points. When the values for &
raise come to 10, 11 or 12 points,
the accepted method to show such
a hand is to hid a side suit first,
with the intention of raising part-
ner's suit after he rebids.

Thus, if the opening bidder
says two hearts over the two dia-
mond response, we raise to three
hearts. This permits the opener

in all suits. The first two r"-
guirements are met, but there is
no diamond stopper. The three
notrump bid is therefore defece
tive, but this does not mean it
cannot be used.

Other responses to the heart
bid are also defective. There is
no valid new suit to respond with,
nor can a vigorous heart raise be
made with only three trumps.
The responsé that will least dee
ceive partner is the jump te
three notrump, where at least the
size and shape of the hand will
be accurately represented.

3. Four hearts. This is a closes
out bid informing partner there is
little defensive strength but good
support for his svit. The high card
point count for the jump to four
usually lies between 5 and ®
points..
