The cabinet has pro-
claimed it Non - Smokers
day.

“It is my hope,” said
Health Minister Martin,
“everyone in B.C. will re-
fuse to smoke."

The proclamation was is-
sued at the request of the
Non-Smokers Association of
Canada, of which Mr. Mar-
tin is member No. 1.
