ir am Molesworth, too, was eminently
fitted by his coneiliatory manner, by his firm-
ness of purpose, his decision of character, and,
above all, by the pains-taking assiduity with
which he constantly sought to make himself fa-
miliar with the minutest details of every sub-
ject which be had under consideration, to  re-
coneile those local differeuces and allay much of|
that bitterness of feeling which arises from the
conflicting interests of the growing population
of some of our colonics, and from the present
umsatisfactory position of the land question,
The quostion, too, of transferring to the ‘colo-
nies some portion of the responsibility of self-
defence, and the preservation of their internal
tranquillity,was one upon which the late Seore-
tary of the Colonies felt deep'y, and frequently
expressed himself warmly ; for he believed, thilt
by the adoption of such a course, not only
might the mother-country be relieved from
heavy and unnecessary burdens, but that in the
colonies themselves it would tend to create a
more lofty standard of national and manly
feeling than could exist in a community which
owed its defence to other Lands. Almost the
