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Again In Nova Scotia

The return of the Stanfield Gov-
ernment in Nova Scotia yesterday
didn't come as a surprise to any-
body. By all accounts, complacency
on the part of the electors was what
the Conservatives were most wor-
rjed about—the fear that too many
shipporters might be lulled to sleep
Hy the prospects of too easy a vic
. Certainly the campaign wus
& pedestrian one, with little of the
fireworks that characterized the
1960 provincial contest.

Mr. Stanfield scored his second
victory on that occasion, after
breaking the Liberals’ 28-year pro-
vincial rule in Nova Scotia in 1956.
Phis is his third straight win as
Conselvalne leader. Iv can be taken
as a tribute to his sound, soberly
progressne administration which
Has left no spectacular weaknesses
for opponents to exploit.

Incidentally, it is noteworthy
that in the nine provincial elections
held across Canada within the past
year, not a single government has
changed. The politics espoused by
the party in power has made no
difference whatsoever. The Social
Credit government in Alberta, in
office since 1935, is right wing; the
CCF-NDP government in Saskat-
chewan, elected 1n 1944, is left-
wing: the Tory government in On-
tario is as far removed as can be
from the Grit government in New-
foundland. Yet they have all sur-
vived in a remarkable way.

Commentators have noted that
this string of nine elections withont
change merely reflects, in somewhat
concentrated form, a process that
has been going on since the end of
the war. In that period there have
been 49 provincial elections. Tn
seven of them, the government party
was defeated. In the cther 42 there
was no change. In other words, in a
provincial election the opposition
would seem to have only one chance
in seven of toppling the govern-
ment.

Cause For Concern

The escape of five prisoners
from Queens County Jail in two suc-
cessive breaks on Monday is not a
matter that our citizens, or the
authorities, can view with com-
placency. The jailer was beaten ip
in one of these episodes, and it is
noted that for one of the escapees
it was his second break within a
fortnight. Thanks to the vigilance
of the city police, all the prisoners
were promptly rounded up and are
back in confinement. But that still
leaves much to be explained.

There being nothing on the doc-
ket at the Queens County Assizes
which opened and adjourned yes-
terday morning, and no indictments
to be presented, no grand jury had
been called. This procedure was
followed under a section of the
Grand Jury Act which authorizes it
on application of the Attorney Gen-
eral. It was quite in order; but we
venture to say that had a grand
dury been summoned the jail breaks
on Monday would not have escaped
its notice, and there would have
been reference in its report to the
need of a prompt application of
whatever measures were necessary
to insure better supervision.

Grand juries in the past have
warned, with almost monotonous
regularity, against overcrowded and
unsanitary conditions at the Quesns
County institution. Various remed-
ial steps have been suggested, but
#o far nothing appears to have been
done and the situation has been go-
ing from bad to worse. A news story
to this effect appeared quite recent-
ly in our columns,

Important Ruling

A ruling of considerable pubiic
interest was given by the Supreme
week, uphold-
ing the legality of British Columbia's
Labor Relations Act forbidding the
use of union dues to «upport a
political party. The cour i
decision is based on essentially
same reasoning that supported pr

y, that while unions
have rights to be maintained by
law, union members as individuals
have prior rights.

In appealing the earlier decis-
ions the union (Oil, Chemical and
Atomic Workers International, Local
16-601) received assistance from
the NDP government of Sa:lnr-
chewan. It attacked the legi:
as being invalid because it infrinced
on Parliament’s control over fed-
eral elections. But the Supreme
Court of Canada found that it does
nothing more than provide that
union dues paid as a condition of
membership in a union ecannot be

| expended for a political object which

may not have the support of a trade
union member. As such, the meas-
ure is within the competence of the
province.

The Supreme Court decision does
not, of course, mean that unions
may not contribute to a political
party or parties of their choic
The application is only to moneys
paid by union members as a con-
dition of their membership in a
union. Nevertheless, it strikes a
severe blow at the New Democratie
Party which may have repercus-
sions far beyond British Columbia.
As the Winnipeg Free Pr note:
“In the wake of the ruling other
provinces will undoubtedly be tempt-
ed to introduce similar legislation
and, from the standpoint of the
protection of the civil liberties of
the individual, it is legislation that
has much to commend it.”

Troublesome Little Men

While recommending that Mr.
Thompson’s 11-member Social Credit
group be given seating precedence
over Mr. Caouette’'s 13 Creditiste
MPs the Commons committee charg-
ed with determining this matter has
also recommended that the ques.
tion of privileges to be extended to
the Creditistes be submitted to the
Common Law Clerk who would re-
port to Mr. Speaker.

Meanwhile ‘the urgent supply
measure against which the Credit.
istes staged a three-day blockade
and desisted only after the Govern-
ment had indicated its intention of
holding around-the-clock sittings,
has been passed. Mr. Caouette has
been cut down to size for the time
being. and the dither into which he
put the House with his blackmail-
ing tactics has subsided. But it is
too much to hope that he will keep
quiet for long.

In retrospect, the Government
must now conclude that its idea of
drawing distinctions between parties
in the Commons by its pay-increase
bill—which included a section to
provide $4,000 annual allowance to
the leader of a party of 12 or more
MPs—wasn’t such a smart one after
all. As noted in a Canadian Press
report, this was the first time a
parliamentary bill had used the
word “party”, and it gave Mr. Caou-
ette and his rabid followers just
the lead they were looking !o£
