the expenditure of money in alcohol and
beer. Ardent spirits would still be procurable
by those who really needed them, (a num-
ber much smaller than is mmmnnly thought,)
but not from persons who had a direct
interest in their adulteration and their
immoderate use. It must be admitted that
there would be less malting and distillation;
which is as much as to say, that a less
quantity of food would be turned into peison,
that the cultivation of other ccreals and
crops would partially displace that of barley,
and that we shouid be less dependent on
foreign countries for corn, which would be
cheapened in some proportion to the saving
ufwh.nl is now expended no distillation. In
short the price tobe paid for the object
advocated, is not enormous, or itself eati-
rely without any set-off or compensation,
Then there remains all the moral and
social compensation. Within the same
year in which the Maine Law was carried,
the prisons of that State were nearly emp-
ied, the burden of poor-rates and police-
rates was lightened, thie people who had
themselves carvied the lnw became at once
sober and orderly, no tumult, no single
exhibition of drunkenness appeared in the
streets, and very soon the traffickers in
alcohol found ofher employmeat both fo
their capital and their labor. The contest,

by Vermont, Massachusetts, Rhode Island,
and the new States of Michigan, lowa, and
Minnesota, while others of the elder mem-
bers ofthe Union are expected to follow.
What is more interesting, ourown Soves
eign has ulremly given her royal assent to
a ' Maine Law” passed by the Legislature
of New Brunswick. That'it will eventunlly
be triumphant here, as elsewhere, there
is more reason for hope than doubt: But
that there will be formidable difficultics,
that it may be lang before Government can
be persuaded to deal with so gigantic an
evil, - which pays, as vice s ever ready to
pay, so immense a bribe for impunity,
must be udmitted.  So long as every twent-
ieth house in our streets is a gin-shop ora
tavern, so long will Government never want
an inducement to protect the system on the
one side, nor the men who have resolved to
destroy it an argument on the other. We
need not say that we trust the latter will
earry on their proposed reformation with
wisdom as well as with euergy. The ob-
ject is to abate a proved and public nuisance,
to put down that which is itself a national
