Be it enacted Ly the City Couucil of the
City of Charlottetown as follows :
1st. That bovs and girle under ihe
apparent age of sixteen years reepectively
<hall not be on the sireets of Charlotettown
without proper guardianship after the
hour of 815 p m, from the first day of
November till the first day of May, and
after the hour of 9.15 p m. from the firs1
day of May till the first day of Noven,ber,
and at «nch hour all boys and girls shall
be in their homes.
2pd. Fifteen minutes before 8.15 p. m.,
from the first day ot November till the
first day of May, and hefore 9.15 p. m.
from the first day of May till the first day
of November, the town bell
stall be rung as a warning
for all children uunder the said sge to
leave the streets aud go totheir homes,and
-uch bell ¢1 all be called and known as the
“Curfew Bell,” and any such child or
childr.n found on the streets after such
hour shall be liable to be warned by any
police constable or peace cfficer to go
home, and if after such warning a child or
children shall be found loitering on the
~treets, euch child or children may be
taken by the coustable or peace officer to
gor their home.
3rd. Anvy parent or guardian may ov
complaint of any police counstable or other
peace officer be summoned to appesar before
the Stipendiary Magistrate for the City of
Chorlottetown for permitting his orherchild
or children habitually to break the provisi-
ons of this ByeLaw after baving been warn-
ed in writing,and may be fined for the first
